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did not contain the items of the expendi-
ture. That impression resulted from the
fact that on page I.—42 of the Auditor Gen-
eral’s Report, on which the bulk sums ap-
pear, no reference is made to the part of
the report in which the details of the ex-
penditure are shown. The expenditure of
the grant is audited here in the same man-
ner as are all other expenditures of moneys
appropriated by parliament. On pages T.—
21 .to L—131 of the Auditor General’s Re-
port there are given the items of the reve-
nue of the local council, including the grants
of $225.000 from the Dominion, and com-
plete details of the expenditures.

RETIREMENT OF LORD AYLMER.

Mr, SAM. HUGHES (Victoria and Hali-
burton). Before the Orders of the Day are
called, I desire to ask for details in connec-
tion with the retirement of TLord Aylmer,
and the appointment of his successor.

Hon. W. 8. FIELDING (Minister of Fin-
ance). I regret that the hon. gentleman’s
question comes in the absence of the Min-
ister of Militia, who of course has a personal
acquaintance with the facts which I have
not. I can only give the facts as they ap-
pear on the record. Lord Aylmer, who
formerly held the position of adjutant gen-
eral and was in receipt of a salary of $3,200,
on November 1, 1904, as the record shows,
was appointed to the position of inspector
general at a salary of $6,000. The order in
council specified that the appointment was
only until December 81, 1906. The object,
as it appears to have been understood, was
that he should have that period of service

which would entitle him to retire on his|.

full pension, and the order in couneil making
this arrangement was initialled by Lord
Aylmer, which, in the absence of personal
information, I would assume to mean that
he was consulted with and that the matter
was arranged to his satisfaction. Subse-
quently his time of service was extended,
not by special order in council, but he held
' the office for a certain time until the depart-
ment was ready to appoint a successor.
Lieut.-Colonel Vidal was appointed his suec-
cessor, and Lord Aylmer retired with the
rank of Major General and a pension of
$4,200 per annum. These are the facts
shown by the records of the department and
that is all the information I can give my
hon. friend.

Mr. BENNETT. What is the age of Lord
Aylmer and Colonel Vidal respectively?

Mr. FIELDING. The papers do not fur-
nish the age, but my colleague tells me that
Lord Aylmer is sixty-five and Colonel Vidal
sixty-three years of age.

Mr. BENNETT. Will the country be ex-
