There should be no difficulty at all in
deciding the course to pursuye if a
frank straightforward courSe were de-
sired. But if the only object be to ar-
Tive at a course by which the govern-
ment can continue itself in office with-
out committing itself to any policy, or
pledging itself in any way to the people,
then the decision is unquestionably a
matter of more perplexity,

It becomes a problem of assorting out
the electors of the most antagonistic
interésts, so that they will not devour
each other. Can the U, F. O. be per-
suaded that their salvation lies with
Sir Willilam? Can the 8oldiers be shown
that in no other way but by voting for
the government can they recover their
status in the community? Can the
lJabor men be convinced that Premlier

Hearst is a bigger labor asset than a7

successful Strike, or proportional re-
presentation? Can the Liberals be
shown that it was really Hartley
Dewart that was responsible for Cana-
dian nickel going to Germany? Can the
Independent Conservatives be brought

- to see that the Ontario temperance act

was specially designed for their bene-
fit, to increase their comfort and pro-
long their health? Can the government
papty generally be.convinced that with
such a wise, discgeet and prudent lead-
er who knows better than the united
party could possibly know or declare
in a convention, the best course to
pursue, the proper thing to do is to
trust the honored' leader, and go it
blind?

These are grave questions, and as
Old Man Ontario ponders over them it
is not to be wondered at if he begins to
think that a fixed election on a regular
date every four years would Save him
a lot of suspense and worry, and pre-
vent the occurrence of such enigmatic
situations as are now to be composed.

A portion of them—the section which
for convenience sake was known as
the Elope Party—is again at ‘home.
The Elope Party was the 16th Brigade
of Canadian Field Artillery which
servéed under Colonel C. H. L. Shar-
man, C.M.G., C.B.E., under whose per-
sonal supervision it was recruited at
Witley. Colonel Sharman’s method
was to pick the best officers he could
find who had served under him in
France. They in turn picked the best
men who had served under them. In
this way the personnel was the very
finest. 5

The party started for Archangel in
September, 1918, and was immediately
rushed down 200 miles south to the
front which the Bolsheviks were then
threatening. On the way it shed two
small parties, one detached for duty
with the railway and one for duty near
Seletskoe. The balance of the brigade
*proceeding for duty with the Dvina
force./

The business of the Canadian Artil-
lery was to hold a point at the 'junc-
tion of the Vaga and Dvina rivers.
This was the strategic point which was
the key of the whole position. The
Canadians went straight _into action,
and at the time the prospects were not
of the brightest. The Bolsheviks were
well armed, and they were also many.
At no time, even including the artil-
lery, did the allied force here number
more than 5,000, while a very moderate
estimate of the Bolsheviks place their
numbers at 12,000. Altogether it was
reckoned that 32,000 Bolsheviks were
opposed to the little- North Russian
Expeditionary Force under General
Ironside, formerly G.S.0. 1, 4th Cana-
dian Division. :

Long Rearguard Action.

The Canadians had arrived only just
before the winter ‘“freeze up,” -and as
it was held that offensive tactics were
most suited to the very serious needs
of the moment, the party pushed on to
a point some 75 miles beyond the junc-
tion. Then from January until May
began one long rearguard action. The
Bolsheviks not only had weight of
numbers. but weight of guns on their
side, and to save the situation three
60 pounders were brought down over
the snow and ice in March and April.
That gave the artlllery a range ot
16,000 yards as against the range of
7,000 yards which was all it could
compass before. None the less so peir-
sistent and bold was the Bolsheviks”
attack that the little force, which was
now under the command of Colonel
Sharman, was compelled to fall bacws
foot b?' foot fighting every inch of the
way.

Conditions wege very bad all round.

Upon this there arose ¢ very inter-
esting position. Colonel Starman had
the Britigsh fleet placed under him for
tactics, so that in addition to the com-
nianding the artillery he also became
a naval commander,

So successful were ths combimed
land and river operationy under Col-
orel Sharman that with the coming
spring the Bolsheviks’ attack was
smashed, but it was only by grim and
determined fighting that the situation
had been saved.

The governsr-general of North Rus-
sia was so impressed and so grateful
for the wonderful work which had
teen done hat he bestowed ten St.
Ceorge's Crosses—the Russian equiva-
lenit to the V.C.—and ten St. George’s
roedals on ‘he Canadians. On this
occasion the Caradians followed the
Iussian custom, that is to say no
crosses or medals were accepted for
officers, but they were given to:the
mwen who voted them to those other
ranks whom they thought most de-
serving of the honor. The governor-
general, however, refused to allow any
Canadian officer to leave the country
undecorated, and every Caradian of-
ficer bore away with him from Russ‘a
¥wme mark of distination. He also
semt 8 message thru the brigade to
the Canadian government expressing
tkhe heartfelt gratitude of the Russ‘an
government for the imcomparable as-
s'stance reindered to the Russian cause
by the Camnaliam artillefy,

The brigade was als)> pamaded be-
fcre Major-General Ironside, eom-
mander-in-chief in North Russia, who
in addition to rendeming thanks made
the statement that the Canadian ar-
tillery had time and again saved the

whole expeditionary force.

A factory site containing about an
acre south of Wallace avenue and west
of the G.T.R. tracks has been sold by
the Canada Bag Company of Montreal
to the Anchor Cap Company of Brook-
lyn for $22,000. The purchasers have

already begun the construction of a
$45,000 concrete and brick building
on the property. The purchase in-
cludes a house, No. 275, and 25 feet
of land fronting on Wallace awvenue,
which will be used for office purposes.

The building at the rtheast cor-
ner of Victoria gnd King streets,,
known as the Rice-Lewis block, has
been sold by Messrs. Strathy and
Orphen to Messrs. Wood, Gundy & Co..
