Ottawa, Feb. 15.—A gentleman
who is prominently identified with
the government said tornight that
he was doubtful of the extent to
which the federal authorities had
power 'to legislate regarding insur-
ance. :

It was quite clear, of course, that
a law to secure efficient inspection
" 'was a matter of Dominion concern,
and they could pass af act to ren-
deér that inspection more eéffective.
. He was not 80 clear that the Do-
minion ¢ould control insurance com-
paniés or regulate the expenses of
management.” However, he believed
the government would look into the
question and ascertain precisely

what their powers were,

The present minister of justice at
one time introducéd a bill to place
“insurance companies under federal
control, but it did not become ef-
fective.

This kind of thing will not do, ex-
cept on the assumption that parlia-
ment is impotent, which must never
be admitted by those who wish to look
without shame upon the free and in-
dependent institutions of a free and
independent people.

Wl{enever you considar
the possibilities of. legislation you
must never forget that parliament,
within the limitations of the consti-~
tution,’ is the supreme authority in
Canada.

jon and provincial legislatures may be,
the fact remains that the Dominion
parliament is the sole authority in
this country which can declare what
are and what ‘are not penal offences.
There will never be a really satis
factory operation of the law governing
the management of joint stock com-
panies until breaches of that law, ‘n
what may perhaps now be regarded
as comparatively unimportant details,
are subject to penalties which go the
length of causing the Offenders 1o
wear unlovely stripes and to expiale
their fault in compulsory retirement
“ from the public view. If any difficulty
arose as to jurisdiction in provinces
the Dominion parliament could make
clear where the responsibility for fail-
ure af.duty to the public would rest:
and, if necessary, could secure an
amendment of the British North Ameri-
ca Act.
