The deal which the Ontario Government ha» Jost made with CM. Bngle- 

due’s syndicate is evidence of the fact that English capitalists are tak­
ing more than a theoretical Interest In the New Ontario gold fields. The 
gentleman who has arranged the deal for the syndicate Is chairman of the 
South African General Development Syndicate, which wfea organized In 
1894, with a capital of £60,000. Col. Eggledue's fortunate experience with 
the Mikado Mine, and hi# recent deal with the Government, show that the 
members of the English Syndicate have faith In the future of the Rainy River 
country. They have already put'$25,000 In the Mikado, and they have 
put up $20,000 with the Government as evidence of their good faith in 
carrying out the new deal they have entered Into. The syndicate are un- 

• «oubtedly of the opinion that gold mining In New Ontario Is to be a paying 
venture. ’

While all this Is true, we do not see how the Government can Justify the 
deal with CoL Engledue. What in reality does the deal amount to 7 What 
does the syndicate undertake to do, and what rights has the Government 
given them 1 The Government gives the syndicate an exclusive license to 
explore for minerals over , two sections of the Rainy River District, embrac­
ing 64,900 acres. The syndicate Is to spend not less than $80,000 In explora- 
tork work the first year, $40,000 the second year and $50,000 during the third 
and last year. The sum of $20,000, which has been deposited with the Govern­
ment, Is subject to* forfeiture If the stipulated expediture during the first two 
years has not been made. Stripped of Its verbiage the deal means that the 
English syndicate has obtained an option of 64,000 acres of mineral lands 
for two years for the sum of $20,000. At the end of two years, or of one year, 
the syndicate will have explored the whole district, and If the return» are 
promising enough to Justify their carrying the deal out they will carry it out. 
If -not, they will forfeit the $20,000 they have paid the Government. Now this 
is a very safe deal for the syndicate. The sections that they have picked out 
are among the very best In the whole district. The Shoal Lake District 1» 
the most promising part of the whole of - the Lake-of-the-Woods country, 
while the other section, north of Rainy Lake, forme part of what Is known 
as the Manitou country, which enjoys a reputation second to no other dis­
trict for Its richness.

A PREFERENTIAL TARIFF 141 GREAT 

BRITAIN.

Mr. Laurier will not be able to re­
duce the tariff on goods coming Into 
this country from the United States. 
Public opinion Is too strongly opposed 
to such a proposition. It will still more 
strongly assert itself when President 
McKinley Inaugurates hls new protec­
tion regime. Instead of lowering the 
tariff Mr. Laurier may find that the 
people will insist on hls raising It As 
the Government of the United States Is 
shaping its tariff with the object of 
decreasing our export trade with that 
country, so Canada will be obliged to 
retaliate and. shut out American goods 
as far as she can. An excellent method 
of retaliating against McKinley hem 
•will be to raise the tariff on American 
arid lower it on English goods. During 
1896 we Imported $68,574,084 worth of 
merchandise from the United States. A 
preferential tariff and an Improved 
trame-Atientic service would have the 
effect of diverting not a tittle of this 
trade to Great Britain. Preferential 
trade would Increase the tonnage en­
gaged in the trans-Atlantic traffic, and 
to that extent it would tend to de­
crease the ocean rates on our exports 
to Great Britain. In 1896 we exported 
to that country sixty-seven million 
dollars’ worth of goods and Imported 
from M only thirty-three million dol­
lars’ worth. Preferential trade with 
Great Britain would tend to equalize 
these ■’ Items. It would tend to give 
the vessels employed in the trans-At­
lantic trade full cargoes each way. 
It need, but slight encouragement to 
turn a large volume of our import 
trade front the United States to Great 
Britain. To take a few Instances from 
the Government returns for the year 
1896:' We imported 306,850 pound# ot 
baking powder from tite United States 
and MS from Great Britain. Why 
should these figures not be reversed? 
They surely make as good baking pow­
der In England as In the United States. 
If we cannot make it ourselves we 
ought to toe able to get It from Great 
Britain. Of the manufactures of brass 
we imported $217,399 worth from the 
United States and $36,639 from Great 
Britain.

The figures for bicycles were $337,- 
933 and $71,610 respectively.

Of typewriters we imported 989 from 
the United States and only three from 
Great Britain; sewln|Nmachines, 4860 
and 84 respectively; printing presses to 
the value of $132,980 from the United 
States and $1338 from Bnglabd.
