London, April 15.—The budget presented
by the Chancellor of the Exchequer, Sir

It
is universally admitted that it fell far be-
low the usual level of budget statements.

The proposal
to increase the wine duties severely hits the
cheaper wines, especially the colonial wines,
and probably the California wines. Accord-
ing to the plans of the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer the cheapest clarets will pay as
much as the highest priced hocks and
sherries.

A TERRIBLE AFFAIR

Wife Dies ’i‘ryln‘ to Save Husband
From the Flames, and Both
Are Dead.

Chicago,  April 15.—At Highwood, a town
several miles north of this .city, Mr. and
Mrs. Isanc Becker were fatally burned
by a gasoline stove explosion. Mrs. Beck-
er was outdoors when she heard the ex-
plosion and rushed into the kitchen and
found it in flames. Her husband lay un-
conscious on the floor with his clothes on
fire. Bravely rushing into the flames she
dragged the man outdoors, her own clothes
catching fire in doing so. The house was
practically ruined by the fire. The couple
were about 33 years old and had three
small children, who, frantfc with fright,
gtood helplessly by while their parents bat-
tled vainly against the flames that envelop-
ed them from head to foot.  The victims,
yelling with pain, were carrfed to a neigh-
boring House, where they lingered until

death stopped their sufferings.

meat. ‘The whole was put in the rendering
tanks and destroyed, by order of Dr. Lo-
berg, the City Medical Health Officer.
From this return it can be Imagined what
a great danger is run by allowing meat
which has been subjected to no official
inspection to be placed upon the market.

GERMANY SCORES FIRST BLOOD

In the Samoan Negotiations at the
Expense of Great Britain, and
the Latter is Angry.

London, April 15.—Germany has drawn
the first blood in the Samoan negotiations
at the expense of Great Britain In/‘secur-
fng the important point of unanimity in
the decisions of the commission agalnst
which the Marquis of Salisbury held out.
Therefore, the German Koreign Minister,
at the same time that he announced Great
Pritain’s acceptance of unanimity, an-
pounced a distinct score for German di-

plomacy.
Self-Satisfactory Note.

The note of self-satisfaction ringing
throughout the German Koreign Minister's
announcement that Great Britain had
yielded, caused irritation here, which is
reflected in the comments of the newspa-
pers this morning.

The Morning Post speaks caustically of
Baron Von Buelow’s ‘‘misplaced parade of
firmness”’ in reference to the maintenance
of German right, and complains that he
announced the agreement as to unanimity
“in the tone of a Minister who had achiev-
:d a great and glorious diplomatic vie-
ory.” ”

All the English papers were opposed to
unanimity, declaring that the commission
could mnever, under such circumstances,
come to an agreement. ‘I'he speaker says:
“The rule of unanimity on any point 18
hardly reasonable, but the rule of abso-
lute upanimity is unworkable.”
