LIEUT.-COL. THOMPSON DEAD.

Was a Veteran of the Rebellion of
37—A Remarkable Man
in Many Ways.

One of. the oldest veterans of the Re-
bellion of 1837, Lieut.-Col. Willlam Thomp-
son, passed away last night at the family
home, 32 John street. kHe was a most re-
markable personage, and had witnessed the
rise of Toronto from a village. Although
at the advanced age of 88 years, he was
able to take nis regular daliy walk, until
ten days ago. Then he became very feeble
and dumng the last tew days raplaiy sank.

wilnain Augustus ‘Yhompson was. born
in the uttle village of Niagara, when 10~
ronto was Known as Muddy York. He was
the son of Cof. wiinam Thompson, woo
represented York in the Upper Canaaa par-
llnment 3o years ago. At un early age he
enisted in the miutia under his father.
There were stirring times in Canada then,
and be engaged 11 many encounters. In
1837 he haa veen promoted to the position
of lleutepant in his battalion, and on the
breaking: out of hostilities was stationed
at lort Nlagara. A short while afterwards
he was ordered to oronto and defended
this fort. it was during this war that his
uncle, Capt. Usher, was shot by the repels,
That officer, it will be remembered, was
called to the door of his residence, and
when he appeared was instantly killed by
a party of rebels who gathered outside.

After the war the deceased was made a
Lieut:-Col. for his bravery during the fight,
and was stationed at Fort Peneiangulsuene
for many years. When the country had be-
come quiet he moved to Oakville, where he
bought:a large farm. ~He used to bring his
grain to Toronto, and often told how the
wheels of his wagon would sink Into mud
up to the axles when driving down Yonge
street.

The family came to the city 24 years
ago, and deceased had lived here ever since,
During his residence in Toronto he led 2
retired life. He was always a Conserva-
tive .in polities, and up to the time of his
death took a great interest in the govern-
ment of the country. He was a regular at-
tendant of the Church of the Ascension.
Deceased leaves a widow who is his second
wife- His children are: Mrs. J. J. Ohrt,
Burjington; Mrs. C. C. Billings, Mrs. E.
M. May, Miss Annie Thompson, Miss Alice
Thompson, Messrs., 1. A. Thompson, gov-
ernment inspector of hides; F. H. Thomp-
son, broker; and W. T. H. Thompson, of
Nottingham, Eng.

There is not a weak character in the whole
cast.
