SïÆ Berth^. of
Montreal, in the place of Mr. Danserrou, 
who resigned to return to Journalism, 
leaves seven vacancies in the House of 
Commons. Besides Berthier, there are four 
other vacancies ln Quebec. They axe Chum­
bly and Vercheree, owing to the death of 

C. A. Geoffrlon; Sherbrooke, which 
represented by the Hon. W’. B. Ives: 

Lotblnlere, on account pf Dr. Rlnfret being 
appointed to office, and La belle,
Bourassa has resigned.

In Ontario there Is one vacancy, caused 
by the death of Sir James Edgar, who re­
presented West Ontario, and in Manitoba, 
Winnipeg has been vacant since before tbe 
last session of Parliament. The vacancy 
was caused by the death of Mr. Jnmlesen.

In the Senate there are six vacancies. 
Two are In Manitoba, thé seats of tbe late 
Senators Boulton and Sutherland : one In 
Ontario, caused by the drowning of Senator 
Sanford of Hamilton last summer, and one 
ln New Brunswick, the district which waa 
represented by the late Mr. Temple. The 
otter two vacancies are ln Quebec, one 
caused by the death of the late Hon. E. J. 
Price, and the other by the death of Hon. 
Mr. Bellerose.

All the elections for the vacant seats will 
likely take place on the same <jay, and 
some of the Senators may be appointed 
very soon.
