No Particular Project Endorsed in
Regard to Colonization of
New Ontario.

COUNTRY SHOULD BE OPENED UP.

Ontario Government Urged to Take
Reasonable and Careful Steps
in That Direction.

Several matters of lmportance were con-
sidered at the meeting of the Board of
Trade Council yesterday aftermoon. Mr.
J. F, Bllis presented a report of the Rall-
way and Transportation Committee re the
New Ontario Colonization Railway. The
report in part stated: “While we have not
the evidence before us to justify ue in en-

dorsing any particular project, the com-
mittee, from information obtaimed, feel
¢hat the country which would be traversed
by this road possesses resources, the de-
velopment of which must prove largely
beneficial to the older sections of the pro-
vince, if care is taken to secure the proper
ronnections and not allow the trade to be
diverted eastward. It would, therefore,
endorse the Ountanio Government in taking
reasomable steps to open up that country,
provided proper independent communication
is assured with the older sectiong of the
province, and this city.”
Abolition of Tolls,

This committee reported on the proposed
aboiitlon of Welland Canal tolls. They re-
comended that the resolution of the
Marine Sectiom of the Board favoring the
abolition of the tolls be not adopted, but
that the following be substituted: ‘‘That
all tolls now charged on graim passing
down thru the Welland and St. Lawrence
Canals should be abolished, and, aiso, that
the tolls on lumber and coal should be
revised with a view to the promotion of
increased use of the canals.”

Both reports were adopted,

action of the Mimisters at Pekin in agree-
ing yesterday to submit to their various
Governments whether articles 8 and 9 of
the Chinese protocol sball be carried out
by the military authorities of all the pow-
ers interésted in China, or only by those
powers who are continuing to take part
in the application of these articles, The
action of the Ministers has been communi-
cated to several of the foreign embassies
and legations here, and doubtless, Mr.
Rockhill has made or will make knowa
the same facts. A

The articles in question are as foilows:

Article 8. The destruction of the forts
which might obstruct free communication
between Pekin and the sea.

Article 9. The right to maintain occupa-
tlon of certain points, to be determined
by au understanding among the powers in

These two questions appear tp Involve
territorial affairs, and it may become of
considerable moment whether the deter-
mination of such affairs is to be left with
the military authorities of all the powers,
or only with such powers as continue their
military forces in China.

In the latter case the United States
Government may be quietly but effectually
deprived of all voice in the settlement of
so much of the Chinese question as relutes
to the determvination of the strength of
thie military forces to he continued there
in the future by the powens, It is also pos-
