Her nine-year-old brother was
oiso attacked and badly injured. So far
only one arrest has been made, but others
are momentarily expected.  Public exelte-
ment is so intense that the names of the
suspects are being kept secret.

The only motive for the crime, so far asg
known, Is that the dead girl had been cau-
tioned by her parents to avold assoclat-
fng with commoner children, and in doing
so she and her brother incurred the en-
mity of several children of the poorer
class.

The story of the assaunlt is almost incre-
dible in its brutality. The little girl while

golng from school was set upon by 2
crowd of seven or eight other girls, all
older than herself. After being thrown
to, the ground, the assailants beat their
viitim with sticks until she had lost con-
scjousness. Then, turning their attention
to the 9-year-old brother, they beat him
cruelly.

Both children weré brought home In a
terribly exhausted condition. Blanche died
shortly afterwards, but recovered con-
sclousness long enough to reveal the names
of her assailants. A post-mortem ex-
amination will be held to-morrow.

Hattie Harriman i{s the name of the girl
already in custody. She is 14 years old
and apparently does not realize the enorm-
ity of her crime.

The Reynolds family came to Harbor
Beach about three years ago from Toronto,
where they are well known.

He thought that 20
would be the least number that could fill
the necessities of the coming session, and
so far the crop seemed bad. He referred
incidentally to the student who was recent-
ly convicted at Peterboro for body-snatch-
ing, and extenuated the circumstances of
| the ghoul's case by stating that the scare-
| ity of ‘“‘subjects’ was driving the students
to desperate measures.

“Something will have to be done,” said

Death Dealing Volley.

The volley fired on Broadway by a squad
of 23rd Infantrymen, in which Leroy
Smith and Willilam Walsh, well-known eciti-
zens, fell mortally wounded, changed all
that.

It was the effort
upoy which the Traction Company had
centred its every resource, and the guards-
men viewed it as the most serious under-
taking of the strike campaign. Trouble
seemed {nevitable, and the spirit of the
enterprise thrilled every man who partici-
pated in it. But there was no trouble.
The cars charged down over the hill past
the capitol at high speed, and spun around
into Broadway for the run north toward
Troy, and met no opposition. There were
men in the crowd who-viewed the partial
triumph of the Traction people with un-
concealed hatred, but the militia arm was
too strong for resistance. Men and wo-
men cursed and jeered the strike-breakers
and soldiers as they dashed past, and there
were some small individual clashes be-
tween pickets and excited strike sympa-
thizers, but the main movement was exe-
cuted without a single serious row.

Orders for Householders.

The military measures of the morning
represented the limit of stringency. House-
holders were given warnings to sec that
their premises were kept orderly, and every
head that showed on a roof top had a
Springfield pointed at it. The two wreck-
ed cars were switched off and left at the
ncrth power house, and the ten cars re
turned over the line to Quail-street. The

Evidence Yesterdayat Brantford Same
as at the Recent Coroner’s
Inquest

WITH THAT OF PROF. ELLIS ADDED.

Strych nine Was Found in the Dead
Man’s Stomach, But Not Enough
to Kill.

Brantford, Ont., May 16.—The witnesses
in the White murder case to-day were
the same as at the coroner’s inquest, ex-
cepting Professor Ellis, Government
analyst, who testified to finding three-
eighths of a grain of strychnine in the
stomach of deceased, Charles White. This
showed there was more than this in the
stomach before death took place. He had
not yet analyzed the coating of the stom-
ach. The amount found in the stomach
would not cause the death of Mr. White,
Strychnine was used in fluid, or pill form,
for a tonic. L. F. Heyd, for the defend-
ant, Mrs. White, addressed the court at
some length, taking up the evidence from
beginning to end, submitting there was no
case made out, and no evidence given that
would justify a committal.

After Mr. Heyd's address the Police
Magistrate made a few remarks, and com-
mitted Mrs. White for trial.

Powder to Cure Drunkenness.

Among the witnesses this morning was
Mary Irving, a collector, who swore that
Mrs. White had complained of her husband
because of his drinking habits, and more
particularly because of. his jealousy to-
wards her, and had told her that she had
a powder that would cure drunkenness.
She had called at the house often, and
Mrs. White had talked to her repeatedly
of the relations between her, Mrs. White,
and her husband. The witness said that
she had pot heen kindly reecived and final-
ly became frightened to go to the house.

‘ON WAY TO TAKE

ADMIRAL SEYMOUR’S SUCCESSOR

OVER HIS CHARGE |

Will Command British Naval
Forces in Asiatic Waters

for Three Years.

New York, May 16.—On his way to Yoko:
hama to assume command of the British
naval forces in Aslatic waters, Vice-Ad-
miral Sir Cyprian Arthur George Bridge,
K.C.B., arrived In New York yesterday on
the Oceanic. Vice Admiral Bridge is ac-
companied by his staff, consisting of Capt.
Arthur W. Carter, R.N., flag captain;
Lieut. Hamilton, R.N., flag lieutenant, and
F. Harrison Smith, R.N., staff paymaster
and secretary. .

Sir Edward Seymour, now In command
in China, will return home, and Vice-Ad-
miral Bridge will raise his flag on H.M.S,
Glory, a first-class battleship, and direct
the movements of the 45 vessels compris-
ing the fleet on the most important station
of Great Britain. :

The assignment,which is for three years,
is not in a new fleld to the admiral, for
he was second In command on H.M.S.
Andanour, a battleship on the same sta-
tion in 1881 and 1882. Recently be had
been in command of the fleet in Australian
waters.

When told of the recent report that
Russia would send two more battleships
and two cruisers to Chinése waters, Vice
Admiral Bridge replied that he thought
such action significant, but as the fleets

BRODRIGK S ARMY SCHEME

Passed the House of Commons Last
Night by the Substantial
Majority of 142

BALFOUR'S STRONG SUPPORT

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman's
Amendment Was Rejected by

327 to 211.

London, May 16.—In winding up the de-
bate on the Army Bill in the House of
Commons to-day, Mr. A. J. Balfour, the
Government leader, denied that there was
any large body of opinion hostile to ‘the
scheme of Mr. Brodrick, the Secretary of
State for War.

The amendment of Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman, the Liberal leader, in which
he said the proposals largely increased the
existing burdens without adding material-
ly to the military strength of Great Bri-
tain, and asked for figures and definite
statements, was rejected by a vote of 327
to 211.

Mr. Brodrick’s scheme was then adopted
by a vote-of 305 to 163.

In the course of his speech, Mr. Balfour
made the sensational .statement that at
one moment, toward the end of 1809, there
were in Great Britain only 3300 rounds of
small ammunition, with no reserve of ar-
tillery ammunition, except what was actu-
ally with the guns retained at home,
