Bail Was Refusced and Washington-
ian Spends Night in Cells,

After the close of Court of General Ses-
slons yesterday, T. C. Robinette, K.C., said
that he wished to have Judge Winchester
decide a case off extradition for his client, '
Leopold J. Stearn, who had surrendered to |
Judge Winchester before the opening of the '
session. He wished that his client might |
have bail or be tried at omce. Counly
Crown Attorney Dewart objected, and said
that, acting in behalf of the chief postal|
officlal of the United States, he could not,
allow the case to proceed at once, as he'
had not the charges to show whether the |
case was extraditable or not, and that he|
could not allow bail, as the amcunt in-
volved was so large. He said that he had
advices from Washington stating that the
extradition warrant and papoers were on|
the way, and that was sufficient ground in |
itself to warrant holding Stearn until they
came. The case was postponed until Fri-
day morning, when the papers will be on
hand and the other evidence necessary to
prove whéther the case is extraditable or
not. In the meanwhile Mr. Stearn will have
to remain in the cells, as no bail was al-
lowed.
