HURON PROF. EXPLAINS

Says Wrong Impression Has
Been Created by Erroneous
Press Dispatches.

Rev. Prof. Wright of Huron College,
London, has handed ito The Advertiser
a brief explanation of what happened
on the subject of ‘“Prayers for K the
Dead’” at the Anglican Provincial Synod
in Montreal a few days ago. .

The following is Prof. Wright's state-
ment: “The newspapers say this synod
(provincial synod meeting in Montreal)
sanctioned prayers for the dead. The
statement is quite misleading. What
the  synod did do was to memorialize
or petition the next general synod to
include two prayers on the subject in
the proposed new prayer book. If the
Anglican Church in Canada is to have
its own prayer booK, it is plain that it
must be the work of the whole church
in general synod, not the work of a
fragment of the church in provincial
synod, The general synog is yet fu-
ture, and the memorial is nothing more
than a request to consider the subject.
Many a memorial i§ never heard of
again, and the fate of this one is quite
unknown, The synod in Montreal
/meither added, nor could it add, any
prayers on this or any other subject tu
the prayer book. _

Boys On P/'iring Line
By Greater Unity Here

“We Must Be Behind Them to Last,”” Says Major Gordon
in Address to Canadian Club—Would Be in Germany
Now But For Russian Situation — Party Politics Are

Condemned.

Major C. W. Gordon (Ralph Connor)
delivered a most_eloguent address at
the Canadian Club luncheon today on
his war experiences, filed with much
advice to Canadians in the present crisis,
He declared that Canada was in the war
to the last man, and the last dollar,
that nothing short ‘would satisfy
the people. J. Harry Fowler, the presi-
dent, occupied the chair.

Major Gordon, in opening his address,
referred to some early experiences in
London, and spoke of his many friends.

“It is impossible to tell "anything
about the war,” said Dr. Gordon. *‘One
sees only a small part of it. I am not
a fighting man. 1 have never killed a
German. But it was a great honor to
be associated with fighting men. The
one great passion of my life is Canada,
which comes second to my religion, and
I had abmost said before it. My work
as chaplain was to make ﬁrst-clgss
that

ing officer. As Gen, Haig says, this is a
war of souls. The best way to look after
the souls of the men was to keep them
fit, and make them the best fighting men
possible.

Must Back Boys at Front.

‘“We must strive for a bigger, better,
a united Canada. This war may last
for years to come. Our men have fought
bayonet to bayonet and bomb to homb,
and we must be, behind them to the
last. The Canadians, as fighting men,
are equal to the best.

“I regret that more of the stories,
unparalleled in the history of the world,
did not come from France, from our
boys. Many of these best stories will
not be told, as the bdys are no more.
More of them are coming through now,

but it is a great pity so many of them
were lost, '

“I have been asked how the war is
going. It hag been going well since
September 7th, 1914, at  the:battle of
the Marne. Since that time, the lines

have been moved steadily northward
and eastward towards the Rhine, a
long and glorious series of achieve-
ments.

‘“The real struggle is between the
Anglo-Saxon and the Teuton. We
must draw to ourselves daily a great
burden of the war.

Russian Menace Great.

“Russia is the serious situation now,
If the radicalg get control Russia is
done as a fighting force. If a separ-
ate peace is made then Germany will
get ample supplies of food and muni-
tions, and 3,500,000 trained men would
be turned loose against our other
fronts. Our flanks would be exposed,
and the results would be serious. If
Russia had held, we would be in Ger-
many today. $

“After Vimy, seventeen divisions were
sent to the west from the east, ang that
is the reason for the stiffened resist-
ance along that line.

‘“We have learned, in lessons of blood,
how useless in war is a peaceful nation.
God only knows why the Germans did
not break through, at either of the three
battles at Ypres.., We have learned, and
now no German can give the Canadians
lessons on how to fight. The British
gunners are on top, and we have, and
will hold, the mastery of the air.

“The full force of Bxe American army
will not be felt for nine months, and
' during that time we must bear the bur-

In a letter -just received from her
friend, some interesting information is
given, in which Lady Haig tells of a re-
cent furlough spent at home by . Sir
Douglas. Lady Haig communicated to
the friend of the London lady the fact
that her husbang was exceedingly op-

timistic as to a decision on the west
front of far-reaching importance,

Sir Douglas told Lady Haig that for
six months the intelligence department
of the army had been gqing over letters
taken from¥ German prisoners, There
were many of these, and the general
information secured had just been
brought down. Letters from prisoners
written to their relatives at home, but
not posted, and letters from within Ger-
many, were read by the hundreds, with
the result that the most severe suffer-
ing at the front and in the fatherland
was made apparent beyond the slight-
est doubt. The stamina of the Germans,
both soldier and civilian, was shown to
be weakening, and the desire for an end
was freely expressed,

Sir Douglas Halg, it was stated,
looked for a termination of the war be-
fore most people expected it, basing his
conclusion largely on the state of affairs
revealed in the letters. L

‘The work of distributing war cer-
tificate advertising hangers, and see-
ing that they were hung where they
would attract attention, was turned
over to the council by the national
service board.

f this, Mrs." Cummings said today:
f*When we first took up the work, I
did not realize its importance, not
only from a patriotic but from a sel-
fish standpoint, so far as the immedi-
ate future of Canada is concerned: In
all, I have visited some 26 places in
Ontario the interests - of the war
Joan through purchase of certificates.
From the selfish side, at the begin-
ning of the war, Great Britain was in
a position to lend to her allies. Now

e is obliged herself to borrow from
the United States and to this loan is
attached the proviso that all the
money shall be spent again in the
United States.

Loan Forestalls Crisis.

“If we want to scll dur whea- to
Great Britain, to continue to get con-
tracts for unitions and other war
supplies, to prevent Industrial eca-
tastrophe and the throwing of a large
mzmher of ipeople out -of employmert,
We must also lend money to Great Bri-
tain.
