A. W. Campbell, deputy minister of 

public works, suggested that attention 
should be given primarily to the main 
roads leading Intp Toronto. It was un­
reasonable . -to expect municipalities 
outside Toronto to maintain these 
roads in the Condition in which they 
should be kept.

Mr. Campbell referred to the plan 
for the improvement of 200 miles of. 
roads being worked out in Waterloo 
by the county councils in co-operation 
vvith the municipal councils of Water­
loo, Galt, Ayr and other towns, where­
by the government was to pay one- 
third and .the townships and towns 
each one-third also. Toronto was dif- j 
ferently situated in that it didn't con- ! 
tribute a cent for county purposes. It j 
was only right that Toronto, being re- ! 
sponsible for traffic over a large area, j 
should contribute. The- improvement1 
would be of mutual benefit. Toronto | 
could only be expected to pay a com­
paratively small part of the whole 
scheme of roads improvement thruout j 

| the county, as the county fyould. 
to bear the expense of the large area j 
which Was not tributary to the city. 
He was exceedingly glad that Toronto | 
was willing to help. He had noted won- \ 
derful improvement iq the city’s .streets 
in ten years, and there was now no 
city of Toronto's size which had such 
a magnificent street mileage. Money 
spent by the city on outside roads 
would prove a profitable investment, 
since eventually these outside districts 
would be annexed to the: city. He was 

to | tired of saying that the main roads 
leading to the city were the worst in 
the province and the time had come to 
get busy.

The first step was to agree upon 
what roads should be improved and 
then get an estimate of the cost. This 
would vary greatly according to the 
amount of traffic, as such roads as 
Yonge-street would cost twice as much 
as others.
