OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 13.—Auguste
Kastella, superintendent of Dominion
dredging, has been dismissel as the
result of a department investigation.
Some months ago his operations
came under the suspicion of Hon.
Robert Rogers, minister of public
works, who suspended him and or-
dered an enquiry. -

“He has not been dismissed be-
cause of his nationality,” said Mr.
Rogers to The Worli. “He was dis-
missed because his work was un-
satisfactory. He has been under
suspension for some time.”

The report that Kastella had been
asked to hand in his resignation and
had refused is untrue. He was dis-
missed without an opportunity of
resigning. He is in the city and has
not yet received Mr. Rogers’ 1éetter
dismissing him.

Kastella iz a native-born German
and became superintendent of
dredging in 1911.

He wgas not at that time a natur-
alized Canadian subject, and it is
understood that pressure had to be
brought to bear before he would take
out naturalization papers.

He was recommended for the posi-
tion by a western Ontario member
of parliament. a

Agitstion Against Him.

Since the fire his name has been
mentioned prominently in the press
as one of the German-born erpplnyes
of the government who were in DOS-
session of information that would be
atvantageous to enemies of Canada,
and the argument has been put for-
ward so that he should not remain
in the public service

As sgperlntendent of dredging he
has a thoro knowledge of Canadian
harbors, but it is not because of this
that he had been dismissed. It I8
understcod that his accounts are not
in perfect order.

Kastella will not be allowed
leave the country and he will
kept under close observation.
