Two Houses Badly

SUSSEX, N. B., Aug. 13 — (Special)—
Their nerves unshaken Dy the terrific
thunderstorm which passed over ‘this town
early this morning, the members of the
Provincial Rifle Association opened the
forty-first annyal prize meeting with some
good shooting in the nursery and maiden
contests this forenoon. The weather for
the meot promises to be favorable fas the
sky which looked threatening up to nine
o’clock cleared suddenly and the sun is
shining brightly while the heat is almost
excessive.

A large number of riflemen arrived last
evening and took wup their quarters in
tents on the military grounds. At three
o’clock this morning the storm broke and
the thunder and lightning were something
frightful. Every man in the camp was
awakened. Fortunately the rain did not.
last long and the occupants of the tents
did not get wet. Residents of the town
say the storm was the worst in years.
Lightning struck in five places in th]e
town and there was great excitement. The
chimney in a house owned and occupied
by F. G. Lansdowne was struck and was
’phattered to pieces, the bolt went through
a cupboard and pantry in the same house
destroying the stock of dishes.

John A. Humphrey’s house in Queen
street was aleo struck but little damage
was done. A large spruce tree in the
cemetery was splintered into small pieces.
(Guests at the Depot House were much al-
armed by the fury of the elements and
arose from their beds and gathered in the
hallways. ‘A tree not 100 yards from the
railway station was struck by lightning
and torn to Dpieces.

About 60 riflemen were under canvas
last night while others were staying in the
town, others arrived this morning, and the

ASSYRIAN RIOT
CASE IN COURT

The Assyrian riot case was aired before
Judge Ritchie this morning and after ‘the
ecxamination of several witnesses adjourn-
ment was made till 2 o’clock this after-
noon.

Mrs. Ethel King stated that early yes-
terday morning she saw Fred Isaac an
Tom Simon in the middle of the r(_)sd
fighting with sticks and Raymond Tunning
around with a rock. A crowd gathered.
She saw Mrs. Thomas strike Anthony
lsaacs with a” broom and then Anthony
hit her. She was also throwing stones.

She had seen neither of the Bechars in
the fight. Asked whether Fred Isa‘ae or
Tom Simon struck the first blow witness
eaid it was Simon. She did not see Fred
Isaac strike anybody. Tom Simon and An-
thony Isaac were fighting together at 6.30
o’clock when Mrs. Thomas arrived on the
scene and began to belabor Anthony over
the back and legs and later she struck
him with a stone—the same one that was
thrown again at her, witness did not know
by whom.

The other witnesses described what they
had seen of the disturbance.

The Arrangements

The mayor then explained the order in
which the carriages’ would proceed from
the steamer to the Opera House.

The First Gun

Ald. Baxter thought a report from the
special committee appointed to arrange for
the governor-general’s visit should be re-
ceived.

The mayor gave a verbal réport explain-
ing what the committee had done in the
way of arranging for the reception, bou-
quet, decorating, hiring equipages, etc.

Ald. Baxter said he judged ‘the presen-
tation at the Opera House would take
place about five o’clock and he suggested
that Their Excellencies might be present-
ed with the address in the mayor's office,
and so save time and perhaps some fatigue
to the visitors. He didn’t know that the
Opera House was quite the most sunitable
place for such a function.

The mayor said he had secured the
Opera House as a large number of citizens
had requested that they be given an op-
portunity to hear the address read and
the governor-general’s reply. He had ac-
ceded to their request.

Ald. Bullock thought the City Hall or
the council chamber at the Court House
were the proper places for the delivering
of a civic address. He thought the mayor
should not have acted without the con-
sent of the committee.

He moved that the mayor meet Their
.Excellencies at the steamer and accom-

the aldermen would attend.

Ald. Spragg ‘moved as an amendment
that the arrangements be carried out as
already announced.

One Touch of Courtesy

Ald. Willett thought it would not be
courteous for any change to be made in
the programme after it had been approv-
ed by His Excellency.

Ald.Frink said there might be some diffi-
culty about getting a sufficient number of
carriages for the aldermen. He was in
favor of having the address presented at
the council chamber, but thought it in-
advisable to make any change in the pro-

gramme at this time.

Ald. Baxter thought, perhaps, . if all
that wae said at this morning’s meeting
was read to the governor it might be mors
interesting reading for him than the ad-
dress that had been prepared. He thought
‘every minute saved at the steamer was
time saved in holding to the schedule,

Ald. Lewis, in a. characteristic address,
asked the members to drop all feeling ab-
out the matter, and give the mayor the
respect he was entitled to. He was the
oldest one among them and he had always
looked up to and respected the mayor and
always would. He was heartily in accord
with all that the’ mayor had done.

The mayor, in answer to an inquiry as
to ' how many aldermen would likely go
to the steamer, said he had asked the
members of the water and sewerage board
yesterday, while theydwere in session, how
many would go, and he received-a reply
that none of them would.

Ald. Frink said he had sent the reply
to his worship. He had asked the sec-
retary of the lieutenant-governor yester-
day about the matter, and he had told
him he thought it would be‘unnecessary
for the members to go to the steamer.
Capt. Newton, he said, had just told him
that he thought His Excellency would not
mind whether the aldermen were present-
ed at the Opéra House or at the:gteamer.

The Mayor’s Defence

The mayor in reply said that he thought
this was a matter for them to decide
themselves; the lieutenant-governor’s sec-
retary had nothing to do with the mat-
ter. He thought the arrangements should
be carried out as decided. ; :

Ald. Lantalum thought the discussion
was very discreditable to the aldgrmen.

The mayor replied that religious gather-
ings, functions of public interest and such
like took place upon the' Opera House
stage as well as the singing of comic songs.

Ald. Kelly Sarcastic

Ald. Kelley observed that no doubt His
Excellency was a breadminded man who
had “seen all classes and conditions of peo-
ple. He would probably overlook any mis-
takes that might have been made and ac-
cept them in a proper epirit as coming
from a loyal people. It wasn’t fitting, he
thought to go to the Opera House where
vaudeville and political meetings and such
like were held, but'the representative of
Kdward the Peacemaker would accept the
expression of loyalty in the spirit in which
it was given. .

A Crack for the Critics *

The mayor said 'he was quite sure that
he would be caveful after this what chair-
manships he undertook or what trusts he
participated ‘in. He did not concede he
had made any mistakes. Everything had
been done in” proper form and had been
approved by the governor-general. He had
given a great deal>of time and attention
to the work which had fallen almost en-
tirely upon his shoulders. Judging by the
spirit of this meeting, he said, he had no
doubt there were other matters of detail
that would .be criticized. He thought the
Opera House a fitting place for matters
of public interest such as the occasion of
the governor’s visit.

He had arranged for the Opera House
in response to a request from many citi-
zens' and he thought the citizens generally
would appreciate it. Many could not at-
tend the public reception in the evening
for various Treasons.

A Plea for Secrecy

Ald, Frink said the governor general
was no douwbt a man of the people and
would appreciate what had been done and
they had better carry out the programme
as arranged.

He thought it would be exceedingly bad
for the press to publish an account of the
meeting, it would not be edifying for the
discussion at the meeting to go broadcast.
After some further discussion the mo-
tion that the mayor meet the party and
accompany them to the Opera House,
where the aldermen would be in waiting
was ' carried. :
