minal code, the facilitation of jutice, the extension of
education, the bettering of the condition of the poor,
the abolition of colonial slavery, and the princinles of
frae trade. As Christians, our duty will be to aparove
of what they shall do that is right, and to remonsirate
sgainst what is wrong, irrespective of all party naes
and political distinctions. o

Whatever may be the differences of epinion as to
the new ministry, every well disposed person, of what-
ever party or rank of life, will feel that it is necessary
in times [ike these to uphold the constitution, to_ seek
the public welfare above all party interests, and to
aesist 1o suppress tumulivary risings, and the lawless
rmceedings of those wlio are destroying properly, and

jazarding life, with & view 10 put down machivery, te
compel a rise of wnges, or for any other purpose.—

The popularity of the }ing and the ministry, und the
sanguine hopes of remedial measures, may essist in
4renquilizing the ferment, so as to afford leisure fora
tharough investigation into the causce of every species
of netional distress, with a view fo discover suitalle
palliatives or remedies. We do not, however, for a
moment think that any men, or any menasures, can sa-
Uefy the popular demands, And in ||'ull|,.|eriuu; ns
are the public di ses, we doubt whether in any sge
wr oetion there have been an equal number of human
beings in any country so well fed, clothed, and housed,
as the great majority of the peaple of this Iand, inclu-
ding s large mass of those who at any particular time
ehicfly suffer. But this is no reason for not carefully
investigating the existing distresses, which mightdoubt-
1ras be in many cases relieved, and in others removed,
by remedies within the competency of the legislature
10 discover, provided they will go (o the task free from
the Lins of local, party, and selfish interests, and con-
sulting only the geueral welfere. Oar own qflen ex-
pressed opiniop—unpopular we are aware jn some
much respecied quarters, but which is daily becoming|
the eunviction of a large mass of the practical intelli-|
gence of the cauntry,—is, that much of the evil mny:
be traced in our towns 1o commercial restrictions, and
in the country to the poor laws. The pressure of taza.
tion is comparatively but a fraction in the acconnt.—
In tawns, for example, a manufactarer is allowed to
become insolvent ; his goods perish in his warehouses,
and his hands are thrown out of employ, because wil
» view to keep up the land-owners™ rent, hie is not
allowed to send his wares to the best maiker, and to
bring back cheap bread in return, to ‘pra\'ide for the
‘denss masses of population who ask him for employ-
ment. The farmer gaint nothing by this arrangement ;
for bis profit in the main is the same, whether corn is
dear or cheap ; the monopoly benefits only the re-
ceiver of rentandtithe, We feel the extreme difficoliy
sud delicacy ef this question; we would that the
benrings of it were otherwise ; hot it is useless 10 shut
our eyes and to sophisticate it, till ruin falls without
the pussibility of escape. Putit as we will, there is
at present a degree of menopoly, uuder the gentler
name of protection, in favor of land ; and public opi-
nion is running strongly against all monopulics and
partial protections, and most of all those which restriv:
the necessaries of life, The receiver of rents is thur
placed in an ertificial situation : he gains more, anc
qakes @ higher place in society, than he would do if’
-every man might do what he pleased with his own ;
especinlly if the maonfacturer were placed oo equal

_ground with himself. Itshould bowever be remembered
that land is s ¢t to peculiar charges, which are not
sofficiently considered by those whoa -
mor agninst the agricoltural interest 3 but,nilowing for
all peculinrities. the genernl fact is clear, that the pres-
sure of public opininn is, to place land on a level with
wther investments, which will forcibly affect the condi-
tion of those who derive their income from it in the
shape either of reot o tithes. We thiok 1he faires
compromise would be for the land to give up i mono

poly, other interestnngreeing te take their share of it
peeulinr burdens. Some such arrangemert we are
persunded will be necessary beforelong : othermise the
