London, April 5.—(Correspondence of 
the Associated Press)—Thoroughness of 
preparation, coolness in execution, and 
scientific accuracy in the direction of 
artillery fire characterise modern bat­
tles as demonstrated inM:he last impor­
tant conflict in the clearing of German 
East Africa by British forces, according 
to .an account of the battle of Rufiji 
River as related by Reuter’s special 
respondent. This was the last cam­
paign personally commanded by Major 
Gen. Jan Christian Smuts, the former 
Boer commander, and resulted in giving 
the British control of all the coast line 
and the inhabitable part of German East 
Africa.

For two weary months, wrties Reu­
ter’s correspondent, the army lay upon 

weapons, consolidating, reorganizing, 
rebuilding railway lines, piling up great 
dumps of food and ridding itself of its 
sick and wounded. Then it moved for­
ward from Morogoro to eject the enemy 
from his trenches on the Mgeta River 
and seize the passages of the Rufiji 
River.

The battle was directed from an ob­
servation hill at Dathumi, but General 
Smuts spent little time on the hill. He 
had made all the dispositions and issued 
his orders. Nothing remained for him 
to do, and he was back in his camp 
calmly reading a book.

It has been stated in some quarters that 
the Daylight Saving plan is being op­
posed by the electric light people and 
the motion picture interests only. This 
is the direct opposite of the truth. So far 
as the motion picture houses dre con­
cerned the Daylight Plan interferes with 
their volume of business very little. 
Throughout the whole stretch of warm 
weather very light business is expected. 
Therefore my opposition from that 
quarter is not because of reduced re­
ceipts- The cause for complaint is tardi­
ness in train arrangements with closely- 
booked films and mix-ups over belated 
telegrams, as most of the picture cor­
respondence is done by wire. Among 
these opposing St. John's isolated posi­
tion in this matter are the laboring peo­
ple, the street car workers, the fishing 
interests, the school teachers (ask Dr. 
Bridges) ; the hotels, the cafes, the the­
atres, a large percentage of retail and 
wholesale business houses and thousands 
of suburbanites. However, there is a 
way to overcome all objections if every­
body will co-operate pleasantly.
