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«te -Situation In Roumania Still Regarded as 

Critical, However, Though Ferdinand’s 
Army Has Made Stand
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Petrograd, Dec. 1.—The Russian offensive has been successful, along the 

whole Roumanian frontier south of Kirtibaba, says the official statement issued 
today by the Russian vyar department. In spite of violent German counter­
attacks, the statement adds, the Russians occupied the whole range of heights. 

LÀdon, Dec. J.—A Roumanian communique mentions violent fighting on 
Glavateiotïu river. This is regarded here as showing that the Roumanian 

retreat has halted and that a stand is being made on that stream to contest the 
advance on Bucharest from the west. There is nothing to indicate, however, 
whether this action is intended as a final effort to save the capital or whether it 
is merely a cover to permit the main Roumanian forces to take positions on the 
Argesche River, some miles farther to the east. The battle has also been 
joined near the frontier north from Bucharest and along the whole Moldavian 
front, where the Russians are known to b operating with large forces.

Successes claimed by the Germans at Campulung and south of the capital 
impress the critics, however, more than any other feature of the struggle. It is 
admitted that Bucharest is in immediate danger and that the wh->le situation in 

Roumania is very serious.

DU FOURNIT TO 
ENFORCE DEMANDS

London, Dec. 1.—-An Athens despatch 
to the Daily Chronicle under date of 
November 30, ascribes the following 
State puent to . Vice Admiral du Foumet 
in command of the allied fleet in Greçlt 
waters :

“I. insist absolutely upon the execu­
tion "of my demands and will see that 
they are realized in spite of all obstacles. 
French, British and Italian detachments 
will be landed at all points necessary. 
I will endeavor to avoid bloodshed, but 
will fulfill my mission thoroughly.”

The Athens correspondent of the 
Daily Mail interviewed Vice Admiral 
du Fournet aboard his flagship and 
quotes him similarly to the correspon­
dent of the Chronicle. The admiral said 
that he did not intend either to seize 
the arms or fire upon the Greek troops, 
but declared that unless the guns were 
surrendered lie would land large de­
tachments which would not re-embark 
until his demands were complied with. 
Other coercive measures would be taken 
at the same time.

“As I have ample forces at my dis­
posal,” the admiral said, “and some of 
the heaviest and most powerful artillery 
in existence, I can see no reason why 
the arms will not be quietly given up.”
