Paris, May 29—Aviator Lieut. Von Buelow, believed to be a relative ol 
Prince von Buelow, former German chancellor, was killed near Fismes, accord­
ing to the Matin, in an air duel with a French aeroplane. The French pilot 
describing the battle said:

“On Wednesday morning I saw an albatross machine coming from the Ger- 
man lines headed for Paris, and I gave chase. He was 8,000 feet up. I went up 
to 9,000 feet, rapidly overhauled himand the fight began. We were now less 
than thirty feet from the*albatross but we were under such headway that we 
overshot him and I got a bullet in the shoulder but it did not prevent me from 
continuing the chase.

“The Germans tried to escape by dropping but I flew .over .them again. 
Apparently one of them was wounded. Suddenly my lieutenant got in a 
volley at point blank range and the albatross tipped forward, shooting nos» 
downwards 6,000 feet to the earth. We followed them with'our eyes. Whe« 
the machine struck the earth it seemed to crumble Into a ball and bounded 
along the hillside like a wounded rabbit running. We followed them down, de­
scending in spirals. The pilot lay some yards away where he had been thrown 
out. In one of his pockets were found a paper bearing the name ‘Lieut. Vos 
Buelow, Imperial Guards.’ We found in the wrecked aeroplane ten large bombs 
and forty grenades." •

He was a son of 
the iate Captain Hjizen Travis of Mac- 
can, and a nephew of Miss Travis, of the 
teaching staff of the Bloomfield school, 
Halifax.

Moncton, May 29—Lieut. Frank Ting- 
ley, who was with Major Anderson’s 
Battery in the great battle near Ypres, 
writes to his father, A. ,1. Tingley, Chief 
of the I. C. R. Special Service, giving a 
graphic account of the struggle. He was 
in an observing station when he was 
wounded in the left knee, left hand and 
right arm by German shrapnel. It was at 
this time that Comeau, another Monc­
ton man was wounded. Lieut. Tingley 
was an observing officer in front of St. 
Julien, staying for three days in a dug 
out, a short distance behind the Can­
adian infantry trenches. A German aero­
plane was brought down near bis sta­
tion and both the pilot and observer were 
taken prisoners.

Lieut. Tingley at the time of writing 
on May I8tl* was undergoing treatment 
in a hospital in London.
