Reductions have been made 
on high speed cutters, both Canadian and 
U. S. makes.

Buying of supplies is improving. The ,
National railroads are in the market this y' 
week for 1,500 carbon drills and about 
60 of the high speed variety.

The scrap metal market is showing ex­
ceptional strength. Machine scrap is 
very scarce, and the higher figures are' 
not bringing out any offer to amount to 
anything. It was thought that war shop 
material would come in under this.

Mills 
and foundries art buying heavily of scrap 
material, as many of them had bare 
yards, wiring for conditions to necome 
a little more settled before stocking up.

troubles to bad leadership. It is per­
sistently protested that the rank and file 
of the common people, or any particular 
class thereof, are quite sound and sane, 
but that their leaders do not properly 
represent the opinions of 
they presume to lead. Th 
thing obviously inconsistent in such an 
argument as this, and it savors of an 
inclination to avoid the issue. If leaders 
in our industrial and political life do not 
represent the opinions of their followers 
there must be a reason and if we would 
set matters right we should, search for 
that reason.. It is a deep question and 

i it will soon demand our attention m a 
forcible maimer if we do not grasp the 
significance of recent events immediate-

The Canadian people may be divided 
into two main classes, those who recog­
nize in a practical manner that eternal 
vigilance is the price of liberty and those 
who fail to recognize this fundamental 
law. The various classes of citizens may 
be similarly divided. The usual result 
is that we have on the one hand a well 
organized minority and an unorganized 
majority in each class or section of the 
people. The organized minority is able 
to exercise its concentrated power to the 
disadvantage of the scattered forces of 
the unorganized majority—the minority 
rules. The organized minority formu­
lates the polick of the association con­
cerned, elects the officers and generally 
takes charge of the affairs of the insti­
tution. If irresponsible elements pre­
dominate in the organized minority, those 
elements force their nonsensical policies 
upon the unorganized majority and it 
may truly be said that these irresponsible 
leaders do not represent the opinion of 
the majority of those who make up the 
association. But can it be truthfully 
stated that although the leaders are ir­
responsible the rank and file are sound 
and sane? At best it can only be a half- 
truth to make such a statement, for if 
the rank and file were sound and sane 
they would see to it that representative 
leaders were elected and reprsentative 
policies adopted.

Here, then, is the pressing problem for 
the Canadian people. Every citizen most 
awaken to his responsibilities. The or­
ganized ftninority in any section of our 
national life should no longer be allowed 
to dominate. The nation needs the ac­
tive co-operation of every citizen, and the 
present inarticulate unorganized majority 
must be brought to life. Wake up, Can­
adians!

Belgium’s Case.
Paris, Aug. 1—(By the Associated 

Press)—Next Monday Belgium will 
present her case before the commission of 
fourteen which is discussing the question 
of the revision of the treaty of 1889, un­
der which her neutrality was guaranteed 
by Great Britain, Austria, France, Prus­
sia and Russia.

The commission is composed of two 
delegates from each of the five great 
powers and two each from Belgium and 
Holland.

Belgium does not seek any territorial 
expansion, but asks to be placed in a 
position that, should there be a repetition 
of the wanton aggression of 1914, she 
will be able to defend herself on the 
Meuse and Scheldt rivers, instead of on 
the Yser.

The proposal does not insist upon the 
relinquish ment of Limbourg key to 
Liege and the left bank of the Scheldt 
key to Antwerp, but asks that guaran­
tees ‘be given in event of another invas­
ion from the north, that Limbourg will 
be properly defended, thus protecting 
Liege and permitting the Belgian armies 
to concentrate behind the Meuse.

Concerning the Schedlt, Belgium de­
sires free passage on the river in times 
of peace or war (the last four words are 
underlined in the Belgium statement)

Belgium, the document continues, must 
receive guarantees that her defence of 
Antwerp and the Scheldt will not be 
made impossible by the fact that she 
does not own the left bank of the lower 
river.
MAY BE TROUBLE IN 
ASIATIC TURKEY

Paris, Aug. 1—(By the Associated 
Press)—There is uneasiness in peace 
conference circles over the situation in 
Asiatic Turkey, where six divisions of 
troops under Kemal Pasha, who calls 
himself dictator, of national defence, are 
threatening an attack upon the Allied 
forces.

The warlike Turkish forces are con­
centrated chiefly about Erzeroum and in 
the neighborhood of Trebizond. A sort 
of Turkish political assembly represent­
ing various districts, is gathered at Er­
zeroum.

The unsteadiness of the political situa­
tion in Constantinople also is causing ap­
prehension, lest there be a general poli­
tical collapse which would result in an­
archy throughout Turkey. Unconfirm­
ed rumors are reaching Paris that Per­
sians are lending aid to Kemal Pasha in 
an effort to prevent Mussulmans being 
replaced by Christians.
