cognized by the department of agriculture 
at Ottawa as being of vital importance to 
the creamery patrons and buttermakers of 
Canada consequently there has been prepar­
ed by the chief of the dairy division under 
the direction of the dairy commissioner, a 
bulletin on “Tne Care of Cream for But­
termaking.” It commences with the health 
and feeding of the cows and follows the 
subject through the various stages of milk­
ing, separating, storing and delivering the 
cream, each section being dealt with from 
the standpoint of the man on the job ra­
ther than of the official in an office. The 
results of experiments conducted on farms 
and in creameries are given to show the 
advantages of separating a rich cream, 
properly cooling nd storing it, as well as 
of making frequent deliveries. The bullet­
in says:—“Keeping the -cream % longer 
than two days at the farms hae,( no doubt 
much to do with the old cream flavor so 
copinion in gathered cream butter, and we 
can scarcely expect to have this defect 
remedied so long as cream is gathered less 
than three times each week.”

The bulletin which is No. 82 of the Dairy 
and Cold Storage series concludes with a 
summary of important notes for patrons, 
creamery owners and buttermakers. Suf­
ficient copies have been issued to supply 
each creamery with a copy for each pa­
tron. Requests for supplies for this pur­
pose should be sent to the Dairy and Cold 
Storage Commissioner while individual 
copies may be received from the Publica­
tions Branch of the Department of Agri­
culture at Ottawa. This bulletin is is­
sued by authority of the Hon Martin 
Burrèll, Minister of Agriculture.

GREAT GAINS INWhether the Skeeters return to Jersey

It depends to a large extent on the suc­
cess of the owners in locating money in 
the meantime to conduct the club.
