After having obtained in one of those
sountries a decree of divorce, the parties
veturned to Italy, and resumed their ltal-
lan domicile or nationality, as the case
might be. Moreover, they thereupon con-
tracted other marriages in Italy. This has
been done without let or hindrance hith-
srto; hut henceforth it will be impossible.

The matter has been carried from one
court to another in Italy, until it has been
finally decided that the Hungerian divorce
bas no validity in Italy, since Count Carlo
| Guieciardini menifestly secured his decree
at Budapest for the purpose of evading
the marriage laws of Italy. The effect of
this is’ to prevent either Count Carlo or
the Countess from marrying again while,
if the count wishes to bave the custody
of his child, he has only to invoke the
services of the police for its seizure, unless
his wife takes time by the forelock and
obtains a legal separation and the award
of the child, which is all that the Italian
tribunals are competent to graat.

There are a large pumber of well known
Italians who will be affected by this rul
ing of the supreme court, among them the
former Countess Arturo Fabbricotti who,
on the strength of a divorce obtained in
France from her Florentine husband, mar-
ried Baron Aliotti, formerly attached to
the ltslian embassy at Washington, and
now Italian minister to Mexico.

Happily, Countess Arturo Fabbricotti
bas remained in Europe, and under the
name of ‘“Baroness Aliotti,”” has been stay-
ing with Lord and Lady Sackville at’
Knole Park, in Kent, for Mexican society
and the foreign diplomatic corps in Mexi-
‘co might justify the ruling of the Italiap
court, refuse to receive her as the lawful
wife of the Italian Knvoy. Every woman
therefore should take thoroughly to heart
the fact that benceforth when ‘she weds
an Italian, it is for life, and as she be-
comes Italien by her marriage, there can
be no dissolution of the bond save by
death.

It may be asked why this momentous
decision has only just been rendered. The
fact of the matter is that the Italian su-
preme courts have never been called upon
to determine the validity of divorces ob-
tained abroad by Italian . citizens, until

But there are a great many people who are always ready to com-
plain of the goods or service they receive, on any legitimate ground. “.Clothed in
a little brief authority,” T always think wh.en I see any such person en]voying th;e
opportunity to be domineering and supercilious to some clerk whose business it is
to receive complaints. - : .

Some employers make allowances for such cranks and reccive their complaints
with a big grain of eait, but the more common tendency is to take the side of the
customer againet the employee. A certain successful clothing house deliberately
tells its clerks to remember that “‘the customer is always right.” Pleasant for the
customer? Yes. But think of the attitude toward employees, which is the inev-
itable complement. And although few employers go quite so far as to make that
a stated rule, in the majority of cases the customer undoubtedly gets the benefit
of the doubt in any matter of complaint.

So go easy on such complaints. Think twice before you make them. There are
times when you owe it to yourself, to comamon justice and to future sufferers to pro-
test. But more often the righteous indignation which you fancy you feel is simply
ruffed pride, passing annoyance or a desire to exercise your power as the mastec
or mistress of the public servant. -

Give yourself a chance to cool down first and then if you think you ought to
make a complaint, do so.
