ing majorities.

The consequence has been that when- 
ever an Italian subject desired release 
from matrimonial bonds, either a legal 
dcmicile, or else naturalization, would be 
sought and obtained in France, Switzer- 
Irnd or Germany, where divorce is easy. 
After having obtained in one of those 
-ountries a decree of divorce, the parties 
returned to Italy, and resumed their Ital­
ian domicile or nationality, as the case 
might be. Moreover, they thereupon 
traded other marriages in Italy. This has 
been done without let or hindrance hith- 
irto; hut henceforth it will be impossible.

Some time ago Count Carlo Guicciar­
dini. quarrelled violently with hie wife, 
daughter of Senator :%oreno, envoy of th 
Argentine Republic at Rome, owing to her 
objection to his attentions to the ex- 
Crowh-Princess of Saxony. Finally tlioy 
made up their minds to secure naturaliza­
tion in Hungary, and immediately after­
wards a Hungarian divorce.

A FEW REMINDERS OF SOME OF OUR BARGAINS.

PI;! \had refused to surrender it, he re-assum­
ed his Italian citizenship, and appealed 
to the Italian courts to enforce the Hun­
garian decree.

The matter has been carried from one 
court to another in Italy, until it has been 
finally decided that the Hungarian divorce 
has no validity in Italy, since Count Carlo 
Guicciardini manifestly secured his decree 
at Budapest for the purpose of evading 
the marriage laws of Italy. The effect of 
this is* to prevent either Count Carlo or 
the Countess from marrying again while, 
if the count wishes to have the custody 
of his child, be has only to invoke the 
services of the police for its seizure, unless 
hie wife takes time by the forelock and 
obtains a legal separation and the award 
of the child, which is all that the Italian 
tribunals are competent to grant.

There are a large number of well known 
Italians who will be a flee ted by this rul­
ing of the supreme court, among them the 
former Countess Arturo Fabbricotti who, 
on the strength of a divorce obtained ill 
France from her Florentine husband, mar­
ried Baron Aliotti, formerly attached to 

! the Italian embassy at Washington, and 
[now Italian minister to Mexico.

Happily, Countess Arturo Fabbricotti 
has remained in Europe, and under the 
name of “Baroness Aliotti, has been stay­
ing with Lord and Lady Sackville at 
Knole Park, in Kent, for Mexican society- 
end the foreign diplomatic corps in Mexi­
co might justify the ruling of the Italian 
court, refuse to receive her as the Iswful 
wife of the Italian Envoy. Every woman 
therefore should take thoroughly to heart 
the fact that henceforth wlien she weds 
an Italian, it is for life, and as she be­
comes Italian by her marriage, there can 
be no dissolution of the bond save by 
death.

It may be asked why this momentous 
decision has only just been rendered. The 
fact of the matter is that the Italian su­
preme courts have never been called upon 
to determine the validity of divorces ob- 

J tained abroad by Italian citizens, until 
i appealed to by Count Carlo Guicciardini.
■ Moreover, the count's appeal, on account 
; of the slowness of judicial procedure in 
ilialy, has taken several years to reach 
1 the supreme court.

This may be fairly considered 
to offset the hospitality of Louis XIV . and 
Louis XV. of France to three generations 
of exiled Stuart princes.
