EXPANSIVE FORCE OF GUNPOWDER.— 
An interesting experiment was made lately 
at Bridesburg, la., arsenal, under she super­
vision of Major Laidley, commanding, to ne- 
certain whether a building fur the filling or 
manufacturé of cartridges could be construct- 
ed for an iron frame with wooden sides end 
tin root, and if, in case of an explosion, the 
iron frame-work would remain standing.— 
An iron framed building, with wooden sides
