A New Zealand Letter,
Mr. John Menzies, a former resident
of this city, who is now. living in New

. Zealand, has written to & ‘friend: in the

day, and he says, It is summer here now
with fruit and flowers of ali kinds, new
potatoes and peas.. I wish I could send
you some of the good things we have
this day.” Again he says: “The crops
look splendid, the grass in the pastures
is knee deep. We are milking eleven
cows and have feed for as many more.
The sheep have just been shorn and
there is much hauling of wool just now
in consequence,”

Mr. Menzies also gives a nice descrip-
tion of a peculiar tree in New Zealand.
It is called the “rata tree.” He says:—

“It grows from a vine—Some people
say it comes down the tree, that a worm,
eats the seed, then goes up a tree and
dies; that the vine goes down and takes
root and grows upwards. At the same
time it cannot grow withoutatree. After
it attains a diameter of 8 or 10 inches it
throws out arms around the supporting
tree, It continues growing till it event-
ually kills the tree and becomes & tree
itself attaining a great size, being some-
times fully twenty-two feet in diameter.
I have seen the vine just like a rope fifty
feet long,” Of the town of Fielding itself
he writes: “It was sixteen years last
March since the first émigrant came to
Fielding,” and he adds “that men who
came there,with money are now literally
rolling in wealth.
