~ NPORT ANGELES

CAUSED BY REPORT
OF RAILWAY BUILDING

A Number of Victorians Have Rzcently
Acquired Large Holdings of
Real Estate.

v

The plans of the Northern Pacific Rail-
way Company to construct a line to Port
Angeles is a matter of deep concern to
many Victorians. For years there has
been a large amount of Victoria capital
invested in that city., It was expended in
real estate at a time when it was sup-
posed that the Union Pacific was going
to entér the place. 'Phis was some fifteen
or sixteen years ago. The town was
boomed, but ne railway enterprises of
any kind ever matured. Depression in
the real estate market immediately fol-
lowed, with serious consequences to
scores of Victorians. It was stated that
residents of this city pretty nearly owned
the place, :and this was not far short of
being true. When the depression came
holdings could hardly be disposed of, but
many who could afford to do so held on
to what they had, and now, since the
announcement has been made that the
Northern Pacific Railway Company in-
tend connecting with the port hopes have
again gone upward. Several of those
who owned property in Lios Angeles have
recently acquired more, and are more
determined than ever that their fortune
will be made in it. Relative to the rail-
way construction now contemplated a
story in yesterday’s Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer says in part:

When the north bank road of the
Northern Pacific is completed along the
Columbia river to Vancouver, Wash., be-
fore the close of 1907, rail connection will

Just how soon the Union Pacific and
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul plan
to invade the Olympiec peninsula is not
vet known. The Milwaukee, as stated
above, is buying large tracts of timber.

MASSACRE WAS
CAREFULLY PLANNED

JEWS NOT ALLOWED
TO LEAVE THE TOWN

There Has Been Further Fighting Dur-
ing Which the Artillery Was
Bronght Into Action.

Siedlce, Poland, Sept. 10.—A Jewish
massacre surpassing in seriousness all
previous ones in this vicinity took
place here Saturday and Sunday. It
was carefully planned beforehand, the

which the bandit cannot recover. No . soldiers warning all of the Christian

population in advance to hang out
their Tkons so that they might remain
undisturbed.

On Saturday night terrorists killed
two soldiers and thereupon the Libau
regiment broke forth in unrestrained.
fury. They began murdering and pill-
aging, which continued until early to-
day when General Skallon telegraphed
for permission to wuse the artillery.
Four batteries of artillery opened fire
down Piennkna, Warsaw, and Aleina
streets which were inhabited by thous-
ands of Jews. The destruction was
horrible.

As a result of the general slaughter
it is estimated that fully 200 Jews have

| been killed and 1,000 wounded.

There are 3,000 prisoners in custody,
a great many of whom are wounded.
Not a soldier was Killed.

This morning squads of soldiers were
parading through the streets selling
pillaged watches and jewelry. The
army officers openly countenanced the
selling of loot. The local governor took
no steps to prevent the outrage.

Fighting Resumed.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 11.—(3.30 a. m.)
—Advices from Seidlce, received during
the night, are to. the effect that the
fishting “and .« bBombarding of houses,
which ceased abeut midday on Mon-
day, was resumed Jate in the .after-
noon, apparently in’consequence of the
governor’'s demands that the Jewish
and Polish populace deliver up to him
the members of the Jewish Self-De-
fence Association. The Bundists, pre-
ferring death in the open to a tame
surrender, resumed the battle. Artillery
was again brought into action.

It is not known if the fighting still
continues, as it is impossible to obtain
full details of the events at Seidlce,
because the authorities absolutely for-
bid all communication and -turn back
all correspondents.

At Rudgusowska, 40 miles east of
Warsaw, scenes similar to those en-
acted at Seidlce were. witnessed. The
soldiers are said to have Kkilled forty
persons.

Fugitives from Seidlce report that
the governor issued an ultimatum de-
claring that he would bombard the
whole town unless the terrorists sur-
rendered. j

In consequence of the pillage and
destruction the citizens are suffering
for want of food and water. The num-
ber of victims is not known, but it is
placed at 100. Most of the corpses are
hidden in the ruins of houses.

The town is cordoned. The railroad
station, which is on the outskirts of the
town, is isolated, and Jews or Poles
seeking to reach the station are turned
back en masse.

£3,688. The lower court allowed . the
striking out of the counter claim hence
the appeal to the Exchequer Court.

To Construct Dam.

The time for receiving tenders for
work at' St. Andrew’s rapids was up
yvesterday. Tom XKelly, of Winnipeg,
one of the tenderers, is in the city.
The contract is to construct a dam so
as to give navigation from Winnipeg
and Red River through to Lake Win-
nipeg.

The Crop Report.

Dr. Wm. Saunders, director of the
experimental forms, telegraphs to the
deputy minjster of agriculture form
Humbolt as follows: “Have seén the
crops from Calgary to Edmonton,
thence to Lloydminster, Battleford and
Saskatoon, also to Prince Albert, Mel-
fort, Warman and Humbolt. Wheat all
saved in good condition. The crops
average well and the grain is of fine
condition. No injury from frosts.
Threshing is now proceeding rapidly.
Weather very favorable.” From Cal-
gary to Edmonton (Northward) ie
about 175 miles, from Edmonton to
Saskatoon (Eastward) and from Sas-
katoon to Prince Albert (Northeast-
ward) and down to Humbolt about 500
miles.

Addresses Before the Council of That
Organization |This Moraing.

sented, were interested in extending
the trade.

Mr. Crowther, of Kobe, Japan, was
introduced by Geo. Carter, his ad-
dress proving a very Iinteresting one.
Twelve years’ residence in the Orient
had given him a thorough insight into
the conditions there. He gave very
practical suggestions as to the methods
of business and the lines of trade
which might be built up.

On the conclusion{ of ‘the addresses
votes of thanks were accorded the vis-
itors for their suggestions.

Thos. Sorby writing on behalf of the
property owners on the waterfront, in-
formed the board that he was arrang-
ing to meet Hon. William Templeman
relative to the proposal for harbor im-
provement. He asked the board of
trade to co-operate in this.

The matter was referred to the com-
mittee on harbor and navigation.
