Quebec, Oct. 18.—It is estimated here 

to-day that the fire starting in the 
Great Northern of Canada railway ele­
vators did damage aggregating one 
million dollars before the flames were 
extinguished yesterday.

SUICIDE EPIDEMIC

IN ST. PETERSBURG
(Times Leased Wire.)

London, Oct. 18.—With the red flag at 
their head, a large mob moved upon 
the Spanish embassy yesterday after­
noon to make a demonstration of its 
disapproval of the execution of Prof. 
Francisco Ferrer at Barcelona. The 
police drove off the crowds in their 
usual bloodless, effectual way.

The trouble began with a mass meet­
ing in Trafalgar Square, organized by 
several Socialist and labor bodies. 
Several hundred members of these or­
ganizations marched to the square car­
rying. red flags draped with crepe and 
bearing inscriptions denouncing King 
Alfonso. A black-bordered banner was 

, raised against the Nelson column with 
big letters, “To —— with the murderer 
Alfonso.”

Several laborite members of parlia­
ment spoke. Victor Grayson, of Man­
chester, the Socialist member, declared 
that if the head of ev*y king of Eu­
rope were torn from his body It would 
not pay half the price of Ferrer's life. 
He called the Russian Emperor a 
"dirty monster,” and said that King 
Edward, who could have prevented the 
execution, was responsible for what­
ever might happen In England as a re­
sult of it. He demanded the expulsion 
of the Spanish minister.

The Socialist societies, carrying ban­
ners, then marched to the Spanish em­
bassy, singing revolutionary songs and 
hooting King Alfonso. A rabble ac­
companied them, filling the streets. It 
was dark when they reached the open 
square In front of the embassy, and 
they found that the square was filled 
with police. The police would not let 
the procession enter the square or even 
stop.

yhe crowds turned back and kept 
moving up Victoria street toward the 
parliament buildings singing, shouting 
and groaning. The reserves then drove 
the mob into the side streets, dispers­
ing it without trouble.

Seattle Man Who Shot Seven

Seattle, Oct. 18.—After fingering for 
more than a week between life and 
death, John Mullkerrin, B0 years old, a 
laborer, who attempted .suicide on 
Pier A by,shooting himself seven times 
in the head, died at the city hospital 
on aSturday afternoon. Death result­
ed from lockjaw.

One of the bullets, which had flat­
tened against his skull, resulted in 
lockjaw, from which the man eventual­
ly died.

Mullkerrin, in committing the deed, 
placed a 22-callbre revolver against his 
temple and emptied the ‘•‘chambers. 
None of the bullets, it was thought, 
had inflicted a serious wound. The 
man later expressed regret for the act. 
He said he did it because he was tired 
of life, but that if he recovered he 
would never again try to commit sui­
cide.

It 
was his first marathon race, and he 
collapsed upon crossing the finish line. 
He recovered in a few minutes and is 
now all right.

The race was easily the best ever 
run on the coast, and, as the time 
shows, it was the fastest ever run in 
the world. When it was considered 
that this new record was made on a 
track laid out on a ball field, without 
any great preparation, coupled with the 
fact that one whole turn of the track 
v: as a slight grade, noticeable prob­
ably only to the runners, the perform­
ance of St. Yves is all the more re­
markable.

Hanscom was 45 years old, was very 
popular and his honesty was never 
questioned.
