Over One Hundred Klondikers Reach
This City—A Shooting Affray at
\ White Horse Rapids.

The Atlin Lake District is as Rich
as Reported—Birch Creek Exceiling
Pine in Richness.

The streets on Satnrday evening from
an early hour until the time when all
good citizens went home . to bed, and last
evening for a similar period were crowd-
ed with Klondike miners fresh from the
gold fields' cldd in ragged macknaw and
buckskins and whiskers that yoamed. for
the calisthenics of the tonsorial artls_ts,
who did aland office business in mowing
down Klondike whiskers on Saturday
evening. Clothing stores and gents’ fur-
nishing stores also did a roaring trade,
exchanging new clothes and other tog-
gery of an effete civilization for the gold-
dust and drafts of the Dawsonies. It
was about midnight ere the miners—
there were about 50 who came by the
Dirigo, bringing, according to the purser
of that steamer, about $100,000—daw-
dled back to the outer wharf with boxes

Thus far, however,
less than two ship loads of wheat has
been received, ami uni'ss farme:s a;e
more ineclined to sell the ships will have
. to wait, .or the buyens raise the pricé.,
| - "Falking of the situation a well kugwn
wheat man said: A

‘““The farmers are not jinclihed to gell,
hieause they are most of them in ‘com-
fortable cireumstances because of their
good, ¢crops and prices  for last season,
Then again all the banks-are ready and
willing to advance them money on ‘their
wheat ,to the extent of 30 or 40 cents a
bushé, and in some cases up to about
its market valve, only charging them 8
or 9 per cent. interest. Now they, many
of them, believe the low price of wheat
15 caused by the speculators and export-
ers bearing the market on the strength
of the reported phenomenal crop in the
inland states, as well as the crop here,
and they think this attempt to hammer
‘“down :the ‘market wil fail -when the ex-

porters 8ee that the farmers don’t have’

to sell. The result is that no wheat is
movige now, and no man can tell whe-
ther it.is going up or cown. 1f wheat
soould go down a little more there wanld
he a rush to sell, as that would indi-
cate that the prices now are not arti-
ficial: but if it stwr's to go up there
will'be no whea scki  Once let wheat
begin to rise a few cents, and there will ¢

be 20.000.000 busheis for sale, for on a i
