Mr. E. P. Bremner, Dominion. labor
commissioner for British Columbia, who
has been here for several days, in. speak-
ing of local “labor conditions, said: “I1
wish to say a word or two in aelation
tg the harmony which should. exist be-
tween employers, and employees, 1t is
something which ‘should 'be cultivated
as much as possible in the interests of
the‘country at large as well as the com-
munity, because ‘therein lies “their pros-
perity. British Columbia as a field for
enterprise may be fairly said to be sec-
ond to none, and too often the ery is
raised that capital is discouraged in it.
This may be largely due to the past
labor troubles, which to those well ac-
quainted with the facts, may be con-
sidered unjustifiable, for the miners of
this country, I will say, have struck
me as being most intelligent and reason-
able, and I am not convinced that rea-
sonableness is not: lacking im the em-
ployers nor in the mine owners, but I
would most strongly advise that friendly
relations be most closely cultivated, that
the motives of any element raising pos-
sible suspicion be closely secrutinized. It
lies largely in the power of both capital
and labor to bring about this most habpy
result. Too often these two elements
are pitted against each other under the
false belief that they are necessarily
antagonistic. This, however, cannot be
s0, as their mutual good lies in each
studying the interests of the other. It
has been rumored that all is not as
harmonious in the Rossland camp as it
might be. I sincerely trust that with
a spirit of concession in the“future this
will be dispelled. That mmnager studies
not thé imterest “of his company who
in any way takes his employees by the
throat, nor do those men study the in-
terests of their fellows who think to
do likewise by the operators. On one
point I desire to make myself clear, thqt
the government are prepared to permit
no unfair competition with its citizgns
by reason; of unfair contract importation
of labor. This is said in a spirit, not
to hamper in the least the operations
of any industry, especially where it can
be shown that a skilled class for the
work desired cannot be obtained within
the borders of our province, nor do I
think the reasonable toilers would raise
any objection to such expectations.
Speaking of Rossland there is, I be-
lieve, or should be, a class of miners
quite as competent as can be found in
any part of the Northwest, and it may
be false ecomomy to seek for aboard
what they have in their midst and it does
not follow that the cheapest represen.t
the most economical, I hope the day is
far off in Rossland or any other part
of British Columbia which will see the
recurrence of any labor disputes. ’l"o
gafeguard against these I would again
strongly urge the spirit of toleration.”—
Miner. . e

VANCOUVER.

Their Excellencies, Lord and Lady
Minto, and suite will arrive in Vancou-
ver, on their return from Dawson and
Victoria, by the Dominion goxernment
steamer Quadra, on Wednesday aboat
noon. The Governor-General and his
party will remuin in the city till Thurs-
day morning. Owing to the brief stay
in this ity no special receptior pro-
gramme will be carried out, but a public
ball will be given in the Hotel Vancouve'r
on Wednesday evening in honor of their
Excellencies’ visit.

A pall of sadness has been cast over
the holiday pleasures of, many of Van-
couver’s citizens by the lllexpected news
of the sudden death of Aubrey Lund and
Aubrey Vaughan, who weré drowned off
the mouth of Powell river, Strait of
Georgia, on Saturday evening. . The twe
victims of the boating accident had been
spending their summer vacation camping
in . the vicinity of Powell lake, 55 miles
up the coast. The camping party in-
cluded Mr. \V. A. Pride, of New West-
minster Mr. W. A. Short, of Pendrill
street, and the two whose lives have
been claimed by the deep waters. About
11 o'clock on Saturday night they had
put out from the mouth of the river in
a gkiff to intercept the steamer Comox.
Pride was steering, and on the approach
of the steamer imagined she had hove to
to await them, and consequently headed
directly for the vessel. - Suddenly, while
the oarsmen ‘were still rowing, the
Comox loomed up right above the boat,
and before a warning. shout could be
given her bow had cut the light craft in
two, and its four occupants were swim-
ming for their lives,”two ‘on one side of
the steamer and two on the other. All
could swim; buat:the’ ice-¢old ‘mountain
- currents- off the mouth of the river, com-
bined with the weight of théir boots and
clothing, made the struggle ‘a- hard one.
Short was the  strongest swimmer . of
the party, and & .endeavored. %o  assist
Lund, but before a boat could be lower-
ed to their assistance, the latter had
sunk. Vaughan appears fo have sunk
almost immediately .after the boat was
struck. The two survivors swam ‘around
looking for their companions to reappear
till the boats from the steamer picked
them up, and continued the search, but
without avail. Aubrey Lund was ledger-
keeper in the local branch of the Mer-
chants’ Bank of Halifax. He was very
popular and highly esteemed among his
colleagues, and was about 24 years of
age. Mr. Lund only arrived in the city
about 18 months ago, from his home in
Sackville, N, B., where he resigned - a
good position in the Halifax Banking
Company to try his fortunes in the West.
Ambrey Vaughan had been for elewen
years connected with the business house
of Oppenheimer Brothers, wholesale
merchants ' of this ecity, and had lately
filled the responsible position of buyer for
the firm. He resided with his parents
cn Barclay street.

John Mackenzie, foreman in Spicer’s
shingle ntill, met with a painful accident
while out duck shooting on Saturday. He
was travelling through the woods carry-
ing a loaded gun. When crossing a log
he tripped and fell. 'The gun went off,
and the full charge struck his right-hand
just above the wrist. He bound the
wound up and reached home in a weak
condition. Dr. Brydone-Jack was called
in and sent the sufferer to the city hos-
pital. It is thought his hand can ‘be
saved, but the wound is a frightful one.

The Canadian naturalization laws ap-
pear to have been violated in British Co-
lumbia, and in a wholesale manner. It
was known during the fishing season that
many Japanese who were fishing on the
Fraser had sworn that they had been
residents af Canada for four years, when
they had not been in Canada that many
months.
that Japanese were having their naturali-
zation papers mailed to them la month or
so after arrival. On Labor Day many
deported Japanese -arrived from the
United States. They had entered the
United States from, Canada after the
fishing season was over, and had been
sent .back as pauper immigrants. Five
of these men were induced to show their
papers. None of them could speak Eng-
lish, but there. were seyeral Japanesa
who consented to interpret their remarks.
This is what the Japanese had to say
about' naturalization papers, as well as
poll tax receipts: Shibata Hanichi said:
“I reached Victoria 24th of Marech, 1900
(this was proved by landing papers pro-
duced). I fished on the Skeena first, and
then the Fraser river. I paid my poll
tax on May 21st. I am a British sub-
ject; I hold my certificate of naturaliza-
tion.” The certificate was then produc-
ed. It was signed A. E. Beck, properly
sealed and stamped with the name of W.
H. Thick on the bagk. Shibata, on being
further questioned, said that the naturali-
zation certificate was sent through the
mail to him. When he was shown that
the certificate stated that he had resided
in Canada for four years, Shibata in-
nocently  remarked, “About four
months.” Ike Kintora said he arrived
in Victoria on the 14th of March and
went to Cassiar. While there he receiv-
ed through the mail his naturalization
papers, entitling him - to fish on the
Skeena. ‘These papers weére also pro-
duced and the naturalization certificate
was signed by A. E. Beck and sealed in
the usual way. Yosyimi Goshohichi said
he arrived in Victoria on-April 17th and
worked along the Skeena ‘river in May
Land June. When- in Cassiar he paid his
poll: tax, receipt:dated -July 20th. s -His
naturalization papers arrived on June
Tth; ‘they - were given him by a man
named Aikwa and sent to him through
the mail from Vancouver by a man nam-
ed Nagoa. ‘When Yosyimi was asked if

paper stated, he replied, through the in-
terpreter, about five months and a half
altogether. -Three -other Japamese pro-
duced poll' tax receipts for money paid
from three -to four months after their
arrival, RegistrariA: F -Rack states that
if fraud is being perpetrated, blame c¢an-
not possibly be ‘attached to his' office,
The usual oaths are administered before a
notary and the matter is passed on to his
office. " 'He waits a certain time to give

evil effects, and not under any circum-
stances’ will a Cuban sleep in its rays—he
thinks 'that, among other things, it will
draw his mouth to one side of his face.

To' ward off sickness of various kinds
there' are little silver or tin images to
wear suspended ‘about the neck as ga kind
of charm, images of the same kind -are
offered’ in the churches ag thanksgiving or
prayer, and so we find near the altars of
certain ‘churches cases in which are hun-
dreds ot these little trinkets, hands, feet,
arms and babies,

The hooting ‘of “an ‘owl is taken ag a
very bad sign. The ‘superstitious Cuban
kills any creature of this  kind which
makes ‘weird sounds near his Home, This
Is ‘supposed to break the spell, and it is
not ithen “inévitable that a’ member of the
family shall meet death in the near future.
Buttérflies also are looked upon ‘as omens.

The! Cuban women are great Dbelievers
in'the efficacy of various herbs in sickness
and’ have a remedy for almost every. ail-
ment! - ‘American  physiclans' . find that
they ‘have much' more ‘knowledge in this
linethan the women of -otir uwn' country
and more knowledge of sickness' in gen-
eral. In mdny homes, -even the posorest,
there i8 a thermometer, and if anmyone is
ill his temperature is taken beforé the
physician ‘arrives,

Canadians will be glad ‘to learn that
the Thos.
