The general advice given is worthy of
close astensien by all farmers who de not
depend of the buigher for their meat
supply.
SELECTION OF ANIMALS.

The auther of the bulletin points out
that in the selection of amimals fut meat
health should be given first cemsideration.
Ne matter how fat an animal may be er
how geod its form, if it is not in perfecs
health the best quality ef meat cannot be
obtained. If suffering from fever, or any
sorious derangement of the system, the
flesh will net be whelesome foed. Flesh
of animuls that have recovered from the
ravages of ditease before slaughter is not
likely to cure well and is very difficult to
keep aft«r curing. Brnises, broken limbs,
or like socidents all have the same effect
on the meat as 11l health, and, unless the
snimal can be killed and dressed immed-
intely after such accident it is not best to
use the meat for food. A rise of two
degrees or mere iu the animal’s temper-
ature at or just previous te slaughtering
is almest sure to result in stringy gluey
meat and to creste a tenmdency te sour in
euring.

CONDITION.

First class meat cannet be obtained
from animals that are peer in flesh. A
reassenable amount of flesh muet be

present to give juieness and flaver to the |

flesh, and the futter an animal is, within
reasomable limits, the betser will be the
mesat. The presence of large amounts of
fat is mot essemtial, huwever, to whole-
some meat and itis far mere impertant
that an amimsl bein geud health than
that it be extremely fat. Iuis net wise
o kill an animal that is losing flesh, as
the muscle Gbres are shrinking in velume
and contain cerrespendimgly less water.
As a comsequence the meat is tougher and
d-yer. When an anival is gaining im
flesh the opporit. dit btains and a
better quality of meat ie the result. Alse
a better product will be vbtainel from an
animal in only medium fleeli but gaining
rapidly than from a ve'y fat animal that
is at a standsiill, or lesing in flesh,

BREEDING AND QUALITY.

Quality in meat is largelv depende' t
on the health and cenditiun eof the,
animsls slaughtered, and yet the best !
qnality of meat is rarely, if ever,
f.em peerly bred stock. The desired
“marbling” er admixture of fat and lean
is mever of the best in scrub steck, nor de
the over fed showring animals foruish
the ilesl im quality of meat. There
seems to be a conmestiom between a
smooth, even and deeply fleshed animal
and nicely marbled meat that is not
easily explained. Fine bones, soft
laxuriant hair and mellow fle:h are always
desirable in an animal to be used for
meat, as they wsre indications of small
waste and geed quality of meat,

colored unattractive csrcass will be the
result. Water should be given ([reely up
te the time of sluughter, as it keeps the
temperature normal and helps to wash
the effete matter out of the system,
resulting in a nicely celored carcass.

The care of animals previous te s'aught-
or has s eonsideranle effect on the kesping
qualities of the meat. In ne instacce
should an animal be killed immediately
pasture. The flesh of an
usually of a pale colvur aud very often
develops a sosr or pntrid odor within
three or four days after being dressed.
Bruises cause blood te settle in that
portien of the body affected, presenting
an uninviting appearance. aud of.en cause
the loss of a considerable pertion of the
carcass.
