THE GRAND MASTER

Began his address by welcoming the
members to._ the thirty-fifth annual
‘eommunication of Grand Lodge; and in
m few terse sentences he bore testi-
mony to the value and the excellence
of the Masonic institution. - He had
maccepted last year. cheerfully amd
gratefully the duties and responsibil-
ity of Grand Master. It was for them
o determine as to the manner in which
#khe duties had been discharged. Har-
mony prevailed throughout the juris-
diction, and nothing had occurred dur-
ing the year to impair in the slightest
degree the perfect accord which should
ever exist among Masons. The sfatis-
kics to be submitted would show that
khere had been a steady ripening. As
khe flower grows, blooms and scatters
lits fragrance, so the Order, founded
to promote morality and the happiness
of mankind, grows and ripens in the
dearts. of its members with an ever-
iwidening influence.

©ir—The reader who goes to the Uni-
ted " Stated press for his information

times makeés rather surprising discov-
eries. Our Globe this éevening ‘quotes
the New York. Sun fp the effect that
“there is a popular determination to
“rebuke and  punish a government
““whic¢h is solely responsible for the
“ terrible sacrifices of life and treasure
‘“in South Africa. The average Eng-
“lishman is not only thankful that the
“Boer war is finished, but“he wishes
“it had never been begun." Moreover,
“he means to administer a repuke in
“the pnly way possible to those who
‘“began it.” .

The astounding falsehood that the
British government commenced ' the
war, none the truer for being twice re-
peated, is here said to be believed by
the majority of the English people, for
the phrase “average -Englishman”
means that if it means anything at
kan. Now, we know, that not only the

average, but, it is scarcely an exagger-
" ation to say the whole British people
supported the war most heartily from
beginning to end, never wavering “in
the teeth of the most violent and un-
scrupulous opposition that all the na-
tion’s enemies, whether at home or
abroad, could bring tp bear upon them.
‘We know that the present government
was returned to office for a Second
term with an overpowering majority
for the express purpose of prosecuting
the war with vigor tp a finish. We
know that ‘there never was a war in
modern history ‘more heartily support-
cd by the whole sentiment of a nation.
We know that England did not “begin
it,” and upon that point at least we
can hardly suppose the ‘“average Eng-
lishman” to be more ignprant than
ourselves, Moreover, we know that
since the day that peace was conclud-
ed, the “average” British newspaper
has viewed the war as a benefit to
Great Britain, to South Africa, and to
the world at large, well worth the
price that had to be paid for it.

All these are facts well known o
everybody that can read and has a
memory. And yet, even at thig hour
of the day, we see the N. Y. Sun dis-
seminating the rubbish quoted above,
and the St. John Globe reproducing it
'In a leader as something worthy of
serious attention.

DISCREDITING THE UNIFORM.
To the Editpr of the Sun:_

Sir—The enclosed clipping from the
Military Mail, of Loadon, England, is,
I think, very appropriate as regards a
number of the men. about this city
who did good work in South Africa,
As they are to be seen today driving
teams and dping other work with not
only pants of the uniform on, but also
the badges of their corps, I therefore
think by publishing this it may bring
Lthem to a sense of the mistake they
‘make. I am, etc.,

ONE WHO KNOWS.

We believe that there are in existence
very salutéry laws for those who in any

the King’s uniform, and we must say that
we should like to see them more generally
enforced than ig apparently the case at the
present moment. We are especially alluding
to. the recently disbanded Imperial Yeo-
manry. For some not very patent reason,
the authorities are allowing these” men to
leave Aldershot ,in their uniforms, and to
retain -them on their return to civil lire,
Why this should be done, instead of the
men being supplied with civilian suits and
compelled to pass their uniforms into store
before receiving their discharge papers, as
is done with men of the regular army when
they revert to the reserve, is, as we ‘have
said, not very clear to the lay mind, but
that is what is taking place.

Now, \we would .not have it thought that
we are \n any way attempting to cast a slur
on what was but a few weeks ago a very
valuable portion of the army, and what we
have to say refers, probably, only 'to a very
small portion of the men .recently dis-
charged, but we have seen on many occa-
sions of laté the uniforms of which we are
all #6 proud brought into discredit and
ridicule by these men, Only last week-end,
passing  through one - of the poorer
quarters of London, we saw two of those
men rolling helplessly drunk in the road-
way, while a crowd of children jeered them
and covered the uniforms which both wore
with' mud, over-ripe fruit, and other filth.
The men’s uniforms werd torn in- more than
one place; one had lost a shoulder strap,
while a portion of the brim of his comrade’s
hat had parted company with the crown, and
his chin_ strap ha@ given way and was
dangling Ioose. Altogether it was a dis-
graceful sight, and we turned away thor-
oughly disgusted, and looked in vain for
some police constable to whom the men
might have been given in charge and re-
moved from the public street.

This is .by no means an isolated instance
of the manner in which the King's uniform
is being almost daily brought into disre-
pute, though this is the worst instance that
has, so far, come under our notice, and we
consider that the authorities are very much
to blame for permitting the men to retain
their uniforms. In more than one second-
hand clothes shop in the east end of Lon-
don are whole suits of ‘Yeomahry uniforms
offered for sale at ridiculous prices, while
again, some of the men are wearing por-
tions.‘of the' uniforms in their civil employ-
ment, and we saw, only a few days ago,
among a gang of navvies hard at work on
a new railway cutting, two of the men wear-
ing their khaki trousers, while one of them
was also wearing his trooper’s hat. This is
a condition of affairs which demands urgent
attention on the part of the authoritiés, both
juilitary and civil.

Clark
Cooper, the superintendent. of the
road, was formerly on the Philadelphia
line, and is a, capable and practical
railway man.
