Canada’s present total consumption.
adding these 900,000 barrels to the
present productive capacity of Cana-
dian sugar refineries (2,700,000 bar-
rels) would give us a total productive
capacity of 3,600,000 barrels annually,

|against a total consumption of 1,837.-

500 barrels annually, or as near as
may be 100 per cent. more productive
than consumption.

These figures prove conclusively
that at present there is not obtainable
business in Canada for the successful
operation of another refinery, and the
best course for our city to pursue is
1o decline to make any concessions
for the establishment of such an in-
dustry, and allow Mr. Durant to take
all the risks and responsibilities if he
thinks proper.

Canadian Refineries Up-to-Date.

A Question of Location.

With regard to location, however
much we may regret it, the Maritime
Provinces are not the best for a
sugar refinery and anyone conversant
with the history of our Maritime Pro-
vinces sugar refinerles knows they
have not only been unprofitable but
disastrous financial ventures.

It is not surprising under existing
conditions that Mr. Durant has made
demands for such enormous conces-
sions from our city, but it is sin-
cerely to be hoped that our Common
Council will reject his proposals and
not place additional burdens on our
taxpayers to support an industry for
which at present there is not room
in Canada.
