The 11 o’clock bulletin created 
alarm and the princes were summoned 
to the palace at 2 o’clock In the morn­
ing. The newspapers delayed issue 
until after 6 o’clock when assurances 
were given of a pronounced Improve­
ment. The attending physicians do not 
explain the cause of the accelerated 
pulse, but are hopeful because the 
temperature remains close to normal.

The crown prince visited the emper­
or yesterday, the meeting being de­
scribed as affecting. His majesty, how­
ever, was smiling. He showed great 
weakness, but his mind was in no 
way clouded.

Great crowds of people gathered out­
side the palace walls. For the first 
time in history the general public 
has been admitted subject to approv­
al to the palace grounds, la order to 
express condolences.
