proval of the Trustees and the Inspector.

IL PUBLIC SCHOOL LEAVING EXAMINATION
—The changes with respect to the Leaving Ex-
mination are as follows : -

(1) The subjects of the Fifth ¥Form may be
taught in any school, irregyective of the num-
ber of teachers on the staff or the grade of cer-
tificate which they may hold, Pupils may

(2) The amount of school work prescribed for
the Commercial course has been reduced and
the details of the course modified, especially in
Drawing. The examination of all candidates
will be conducted by the Principal of the High
School and the High School teachers in charge
of such subjects, but a written examination
will be required, in addition, on papers prepared
by the Department. For 1804, any four of the
books of the High School Drawing coursc will
be accepted, in the case of candidates for the
Primary Examination, in lieu of the prescribed
books of the new course, and any two books in
the case of other puPils. The work done in
Book-keeping in the blank books hitherto used,
will also be accepted tor 1894.

(3) The whole of Euclid Book I. is now pres-
cribed and will form the subject for examina-
tion in 1894.

Minor details of the proposed changes will be
found in the Regulations, to which your atten-
tion is respectfully directed.
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
