And I say this asan Irish Catholie, who would
rather abandon ail he has than the deop-seated
faithh in the relliglon of his country and his
rathers, My impeachment to-night Is of a 8ys-
tem under which the Irlsh Government Is
maintained to-day-—a system which labored to
keep ns 80 long divided with onr hands at each
other's throats. Before I even mention tlo
other great boon—but here lot e say that I
have never faited 10 feel a senge of humiliation
when I have heard o1 *'boons” or ‘'concessions’”
to Iroland. Theeo things are the rthts of man,
not boons or concesslons. It will be time for
Amerioans to talk of hoons when Lhey are
shown whare England has given us anything
which belonged to her or thatwas not oura by
m&ht. The Land aot of 1881 18 not all that we
asked, nor 15 it nll that we are determined it
shall bo, but atiil it was the greatest measure of
agrarian revolution ever accomplished without

And are we to thank England for this? I tell

1y the Municlpal Assembly of the city of Lon-
don aod the Common Councils nll over ihe
country commenced to pass resolutions which
alarmed them.

These same Engllsh went much further than
that, for the House of Lords never gave in until
their palaces wera burningall over the couniry,
set fire by tha torches of the indignant people
of Great Britain. I thank God thatwe have
not gone that far in Ireland yet. ‘Whoever Lhas
stood, as I havedone, on the hill at Nottingham
and looked at the ruin of tho palatisl castle of
the Duke of Nawcastle, nas wondered perhaps
now it cams to be rulaed, as L did.

RALLROAD ACCIDENT.

Twently soven men Injured,some Fatally

Nortu Apams, Mass., Oct. 21.—A terrible
accident to a cabooss of workingmen belong-
ing to the North Adams freight yard ocourred
this morning by which twenty-seven men
wele injared, seversl of them fatally. About
6:30 n.m, Englneer Charles Wells and Fire-
man Jos, Boaley loft North Adamas depot on
the onging * Deerfiald” of the Btate road,
puehing a caboose londed with thirty men,
who were golag to work at different places
neat Zaor and Charlemont. The party
jn  the car Included a sectlon gang.
John Flyan, foreman ; n ganr of masons, John
C Maddon, fcreman; stoay crushers, Peter
Barry, foreman ; track lsyere, Thomas Quinn,
foreman. The engine and caboose had gone
about balf way when tbe caboose, came in
collision with a Troy and Boston oungine,
smasking the headlight of the engine “ Deer-
field,” und driviog her fifteen feet Huesthrough
the {urnaco door ; the caboose wrs ralaed {rom
the trucks aud carried fo the cow-catcher
of the engins & Deerfield.” 'Tho front of tha
englno wns broken in. Steam snd het water
flaw 1Into the caboose, aud the men
not hurt in the collislon were burned
badly, and but few eoscaped without injury.
None would havo been seriously hurt but for
the explosion of the engine * Deerfield’s "
boiler. Thrae doctors arrived on the scena
and mado an examination of the men injured,
who are aa follows :—~Oharles Wells, engineex
of the ¢ Deerfield,” hurt and badly burned;
coudition precarlous. Jogeph Bosley, fireman
of the # Deerfield,” scalded and bfinised badly ;
will dle., O. L. Van Hoasen, telegraph
operator in the caboose, scalded ; swallowed
hot water and steam; will dle, Danlel
Connell, laborer; arms and legs scalded.
Chas Patterson, John Flynn, foreman, and
John C Madden, mason, all scalded and cub.

Joha Madden, scalded and brulsed. Thos
Quinp, side, back and arms acalded. Jamed
Wall, Thomas Dempsey, John Youug,

carpsnter, Amasa Campbell, Jas Oraft, lag-
men in the tnnnel, all burned, some seriously.
Conductor Heywood, scalded about the head.
James Enwood, Thomas Connors aud Thomasd
Flavin, scalded. John Welch, legs broken
and scslded. James Bolger, Ecalp wound,
face cut, ecalded, James Hall, Patrick
Murray, Thos Drlacoll, Josepb Barrclow, M
Kiely, Cornellus Bhay, all Injured; not
gerionsly, As John Hogsan was crosslng the
rallway track to seo the amccldent, he was
struck by a Pittsfield and Nortk Adams train,
and will not recover.
