Loutn.—We regret 1o state that serious reports pre-
vail as to-the injury done by blight of the patato crop
in the district of Carrickacross.— Louth ddvertiser.

Moracnax.—Within the last ten days the potato

the blight to be the worst which has yet visited us,
while athers consider that the zmouut of damage likely
to be sustained will be inconsiderable, and to this
opinion we are ourselves inclined. The disease hasas
yetonly attacked 1he stalks. and, if the tuber be in
any degree matured, we foudly hope the loss of food
will not be of importance. The wet weather is greatly
against 1he progress ol harvesting, awdl renders the
saving of the late meadows tronblesome ainl hazardous.

Limimcg.—"The storms and floods of Sunday last
have had a most injurious eflect upon the standing
erops, white and green.  The corn looks greatly the
worse, and even the foliage of mangols has been bat-
tered down, These will recover; but the damage
done to corn, so far as it has gone, and it is extensive,
is altogether irreparable. The potato is undeultedly
rotting in the gronud in some distriets of this coumy,
and of those adjoining it. The effect of Jast Sunday’s
visitation will, we fear, be disastrons. Newcastle
West is one of the districts in which disease has set
in, the lands round Killarnev, in Kerry, are another;
it the direction of Gort loss has been also sustiined ;
indeed there are few guaiters in which damage is not
done.— Limerick Examiner.

Garway.—Qur veport is still {avorable regarding
the soundness of the potato crop. We acknowledge
that the stalks are very generally withered and black,
but this blackness is a very different type to the noxi-
ous distemper which overspread the fields in °45 and
6.  Nothing can be finer than the potato crop of this
season, in this part of the country ; it would bear com-
parison with any year for the pastiwenty. Weregret
1o say that our report of the turnip erop is not favorable
—the fly has commilted inunense depredation. The
neglect of good enitivation, we fear, is a great cause
of this.—Bullinasloc Star.

Westnrarin.—The disease in the potato is spreacd-
ing overthe leaves and stalks, and has not, except in
very rare cases, reached the tuber. The constant 1ain
which has lnterly fullen will, it is to be feared, injure
the other erops.  Furmers are beginning to complain.
— Westmealh Independent.

From the last number of the Gardener’s Chronicle
we copy the following brief article from the penof a
high anthority on the subject—Professor Lindley :—

“'The progressing season tells us that the potatodis-
ease is again making progress, and the cry of alarm in
treland is as loud as if people there were taken by
surprise. There can be no doubt that in most paits of
this eountry the symptoms of blight have munifested
themselves in the leaves, and hLave rapidly extended
to the stem, just as they always Liave done; but there
is much doubt whether the potatoes themselves are
seriously aflected. Sucli early planted ones as we
have examined are in a very small degree damaged
up to the present time, and, being alrost ripe, will
probably resist 1he affection. Unripe potatoes may be
expected to sufler more.  We advert to this matter
once again, although it has nearly lost its interest, for
the sake only of repeating the warning we have given
for the last six years, that there is no security in a po-
tato crop, and that there never will be again. Itis
clear that the mildew has firmly established itself in
our fields, whence no skill can drive it for if we
could suppose that one person were able to do sq, his
success, unless all his neighbors had the same skill,
could, from the nature of the evil, only be temporary.
The virulence of the disease is, undoubtedly, much
mitigated—that is to say, by better caitivation the
potato is more able to resist mildew than it used to be ;
and, possibly, by still greater skill, ils power of resist-
aunce may be further increased. But that is all which
fucts and annlogy justify us in admitting 5 and, -we
repeat, that we are for ever saddled withthis formida-
ble foe. 'This has been pointed ont so often, and the
uncertainty of the crop has been svfully demonstrated,
that we can no longer have sympathy with thoese who,
in defiance of all advice anl all experience, still con-
tinue to gamble in potato growing.—Their fate is in
their own hands, and if they commit agricaltural sui-
cide why so they must.” ‘

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tur Cowes RreaTra—THEe VicTory oF THE AMERI-
ca.—O0n Friday last, Aug. 22nd, came off the grand
regatta in Cowes Roads, for the Royal Yacht Squadrou
cap of £100. Extranrdinary interest attached to this
aflair as a national question, in cousequence of the
challenge of the Yankee clipper ¢ America’ to beat
all England, which she has dorie in the most trivm-
phant manner. The few trial runz the America made
after her arrival at Ryde proved -she was possessed of
great speed, and no one seems to have donbted what
the resuli of the race would be. The Chronicle de-
seribes her appearance as follows :— A strange-look-
ing eralt enough, with her long low black hull, and
thick, stifl-looking, rakish masts, uot at all the sort of
phantom ship that Fenimore Cooper loves to paint.

The number of convicted, outlawed, or declar-
ed insane, was 3,381, of whom 981 were for offerices
against the person, 526 for offonces against property
committed without violence, 38 for malicions oflenees
committed ngainst property, 183 for offences not in-
cluded in the above classes. Of the persons commii-
ted foir trial, 602 mnles and 266 females could neither
read nor write ; 2,026 males and 8§22 females could
read, or read and write imperfeetly 5 573 males and
70 fomales could read and wiite well 3 and 85 males
and 5 females had had superior edueation. The do-
gree of instruction of nineteen persons could not bLe
ascertained.~—I'ree Press.
