s going forward.

The Department desires to impress upon you that in

future you should not have any business transactions with

Indians, nor should you at any time supply hay, folder, or any

materials to Indiane in the etpectation of being paid by the

Department. When you receive authority to incur expediture

you should act upon the same, but you should not be a party to

any purchase or sale which takes place! You are expected to

puschase econemically, but you are also expected to observe

carefully the regulations as above set forth and I may say that

they apply not only to you but to all Indian Agents throughout

the Downing.
