Tes Faovlry or Asrs. -\-'.L‘ho courso for Studenis entering this Faonlty for the -
Degres of B.A., consists of Classics, “Authematics, English Literature, Logio,
Montal and Moral Scienco and Modern Languagos, and extends over four Sessions
of eight months ; hut students may enter, on oxsmination, at-the beginning of the
Becond Year, thus reducing the conrze tothree years. Medical and Low:-Stndants
aro slsoentitled to oxomptions cnnbling tham t5iakethe Third and Fourth Yoars
in Arts with tho First or Second fn Medicine or Law. Students not dosirous of
procesding to t:s Dogree-in Arts, may take Partial Courses of Study oxtonding
ovor sus or moro Sessions. Dotails.on these subjects, and also with refersnce to
Honour Courscs, Medale and Prizez, Sessional Ftca, &¢., will be found in the
Anunsl Cslendar. 0 .
