Three. Conditions Nece¢sary Befare
Even Sufficient Number of Boats
Can be Considered Sure Means of
Safety.

1t must be evident now to every
thinking person that the installation of
boats for all on a modern Trapsatlantic
lMiner ¢an only be counted upon as a
means of saving life at sea under the
mo#t exeeptionally favorable circum-
stances. The disasters to the Titanic,
Volturno, and Empress of Ireland, all
prove that for boats to be of any vnlqe
a combination of ideal conditions is
necessary:—

1. The weather must be moderately
calm.

2. The vessel must remain in an up-
right position, and

8. She must also remain afloat for a
considerable time after the damage

To these a fourth condition may be
added—the difficulty of getting ner-
vous passengers to risk their lives in
a small open boat

The first condition is not in man’'
power to alter, but it should not be a
difficult matter to our experts so to
construct these big ships that condi-
tions 2 and 3 can be realized. Atten-
tion should, therefore, be given to the
stability and safety of a ship in a
damaged condition as the most reliable
means of giving passengers and crew a
fair chance of being saved.

Stability Calculations.

that the stability calculations for all
passenger vessels should be submitted
to the Board of Trade or classification
-gocieties for their approval, in the same
way ‘as the structural arrangements
are * submitted. If this were so, we
should probably hear less of tender
ships and of the peculiar behaviour of
many vessels in their unloaded condi-
tion.' As regards increasing the pro-
tettion of the buoyancy of ships much
has been written and many new ideas
put forward, but up to the present the

is known as the compartment princl-
ple, which is that of the possibility of
having laid open to the sea any three
or'four compartments without risk of
the vessel foundering.

This is essentially the fundamental
basis in safety calculations, and is
sound argument as far as it goes, but

nt digasters prove that something
mare is still required, and the question
to be decided is what method of addi-
tiona! protection can best be relied
upon to meet conditions 2 and 3. We
can assume that he compartment sys-
tein Is a sufficient guarantee of safe!
against all ordinary collisions—that is,
wheré the vessel's side "is plerced in
one place only. No doubt both the
Tithnic and Empress of Ireland would
have remained afloat if the damage
had not gone further, but in both cases
after the first piercing the vessels’
sides were ripped open to such an ex-
tent that more compartments than
were allcwed for in the safety calcula-
tions were opened up to the sea, with
the result that the vessels foundered.

The gmick foundering of the Em-
press of Ireland was due, no doubt, to
the system of side bunkers embodiea
in her construction, the access of water
into these gziving the vessel such a
pudden and big list that she had no
tim’ ta recover her upright position
before the water penetrated to the
main compartment through the bunk-
er doors, - Here, then, as a compari-
#0n, we have two disasters in vessels
of different character, the one purely a
compartmernit ship and the other a
eompartment ship plus side bunkers.
This latter system certainly proves in
tliig dinstance quite the reverse of be-
inz an axtra safeguard.

The Double Skin.

The only solution is the double skin,
which in vessels of the big passenger
type is quite a reasgonable and practi-
eal proposal. In this principle there
are two methods of construction, the
ordinary method which has been
adopted. in the new Gorman liners, and
also put in as an addition to the Olym-
pic after die vesssl had been complet-
ed, and the. other known as the Tur-
‘ton Johes double skin fender system.
