WINNIPEG, Jan. 20 — John H.

-Buxton,
when_asked why he did it, said, he
did not know, he said he thought he
must have been crazy.
- Only one excuse for the plot was
the overwhelming desire to avoid
legal defeat on the part of Percy
Hagel:
Buxton said:
“Hagel told me he never had a
man hanged ‘and he did not propose
to start then,”
“We must get him out on- the
street” he said, “no matter how itis
done, it must be done.”
From Buxton’s statement Guard
Reid appears to have been the prime
mover in the plot. It was he who
made arrangements with Percy
Hagel to take the case for Krafch-
enko. It was he who carried the
revolver, rope and key to the prison-
er.
