The circular was ob
tained by a Canalian 'serving in South
Africa, in Kitchener's scouts, and the
translation seat to hfs mother:

Fellow Burghers~Why are you so
doubtful? Why do you torn your
backs to the enemy? Why don’'t you
fight* Where is your faith?** Where

_are the people fril of conrage? Where

is the spirit of the voortrekers? Why
do you sallow the edemy to exclaim

~mockingly, *'Where is now their God?"’

Is 1t possible that the children of the
voortrekers, who braved endless diffi-
culties already and fought- enemies
innumerable, ‘have. already given in,
after offly a few -months' fightifig?
Have you no faith? Do you think you
are living God’s way whes you sur-
