Some ewes do
not need any more attention after
the second milking Such ewes may
be marked.to indicate that they are
dry. Three more days should elapse
before the nmeéxt milking is done and
this method followed until it is cer-
tain the entire flock is safe. 'In cop-
ijunct.ion with .the method outlined
above the ewes should be separated
some distance from the lambs, and
be on scant ‘pastures until all are per-
fectly dry. This is a .good time to
go over the flock and cull out ail un-
desirable members. Non-producéts
and those with '‘broken mouths and
poor udders should not be retained.
A .80od deal of the success of the
subsequent lamb crop will depend
upon the treatment thé ewes receive
from time of weaning until after they
are bred. They should have good
pastures and be given an opportunity
of putting on flesh. This is what 1s
commonly called “‘flushing.” Nothing
(is-better for this purpose than rape
| pasture. It is usually from six.weeks
%to two months from date of sowing
that rape is ready for pasture. if
;rape pasture is not available: new
| seedling. or second crop of clover will
iserve fairly well. Stock should not
be turned on rape or fresh clover for
1the first tirne when the leaves are
wet from rain or even dew, in order
{to» avoid trouble from bloating..—-
