Oeath ol Mr. Leslie.

Two brothers 
and two sisters survive him. Both his father 
and mother were burned to death. His father 
was a baker by trade, and formerly lived in 
this city. He was burned to death in his 
bakery at Grand Falls. Mrs. Leslie was 
burned to death at the railway accident near 
Iiartland.

The 
floral decorations in the'other churches were 
very fine. In the Cathedral there was a 
magnificent display of flowers at the font, 
contributed, we believe, by Mrs. Ray. The 
Rev. Dr. Kingdon officiated at the morning 
service and the Metropolitan in the evening. 
The Methodist Church was adorned with a 
magnificent collection of growing plants and 
hoquets massed in front of the preacher’s 
desk. The most prominent feature was the 
collection of lilies. The Rev. Mr. Evans 
officiated at both services. In the evening 
Miss Annie Lugrin sang “I know that my 
Redeemer liveth” in lieu of the usual anthem 
after the first prayer. The Free Baptist 
Church was decorated with some exquisite 
flowers. The Rev. Mr. McLeod officiated in 
the morniug, and iu the evening a concert 
was given by the Sabbath school children.

Christ Church, where the rector officiated 
both in the morning and afternoon, was 
tastfully decorated.

The Weather.

The extraordinary character of the season 
is exciting considerable comment. Those 
who profess to remember such matters say 
that it is almost unheard of that there should 
be so much snow in the middle of April. 
The majority of mankind don’t know any­
thing about it, for they forget with unvary­
ing regularity what the weather Was like 
last year; but most of them are satisfied that 
the month so far has been most unusual in 
its character. We do not know what the 
meteorological officers will tell us, but as 
they don’t chronicle incidents but only gen­
eralities, we may make a record here of 
Good Friday’s snow flurry, when flakes of a 
remarkable size fell. Many of the flakes 
were apparently three or four inches in 
diameter. The ice in the river is, to all ap­
pearance, as strong as it has been at any 
time during . the winter, and is proving the 
unreliability of the weather prophets who 
went around telling the people at the time 
of the rains in March that the crossing was 
done, and there would be a corner in cord- 
wood. These same gentlemen are now anti­
cipating a great freshet, and as there is much 
snow everywhere, which will probably go 
off with a rain, there seems to be a ehance 
of this prophecy becoming true. Sunday, 
although it was Easter Sunday, was a bad 
day for spring clothes, and those who ven­
tured out “in new apparel were few and far 
between. Nearly every one has been look­
ing for rain for three or four days, partly be­
cause it is time we had some and partly be­
cause the indications seemed to promise it, 
but to-day the sky is as clear as ever and we 
seem to have been transported backward in 
the season at least a month. However, no 
oue need complain. The late-lying snow 
means heavy grass for the farmers and 
plenty of water for the lumbermen.

Good Friday at MUltown.

The colored population of Milltown, as the 
region about Morrison's mill is called, cele­
brated Good Friday with the usual festivi­
ties. ’Nasseh Hogan and his estimable 
spouse and Harry Burt, together with the 
partner of his joys and sorrows, were par­
ticularly effervescent, very much to the 
detriment of the peace of mind and bodily 
comfort of one McIntyre also of the 
colored persuasion. Clubs, crowbars, edg­
ings, deal ends, et hoc omne genus were 
brought into play, whereby the aforesaid 
McIntyre complains he was consider­
ably damaged and used up. Like a law- 
abiding citizen, having failed to thrash 
the pair of assailants and their wives 
McIntyre came to the fountain of justice, 
which spouts its pure waters for the present 
on Carleton street. Here, he obtained what 
the denizens of Milltown call a “capus,” and 
forthwith the namesake of the son of Joseph 
and his colleague, Burt, were yanked up and 
placed in durance vile. This morning their 
respective spouses appeared on the scene, 
prepared to testify on their behalf, but alas 
for the rarity of Christian charity, no sooner 
had their number 19 boots pattered on the 
planks before the door of the Palace of 
Justice than an officer issued forth with 
another “capus,” closed their mouths ns 
witnesses, and located them in the dock be­
side the heroes whom they had sworn to love, 
honor and cherish. Then the P. M., en­
compassed by a dark cloud of witnesses, be­
gan to find out who was the least to blame, 
Mr. James F. McManus appearing as the ad­
vocate of the men and brothers, women and 
sisters, whose liberty was at stake. The 
evidence on both sides was strong, hut not 
half so much so as tile atmosphere in the 
little den in which the Court is held. Mc­
Intyre was overpowered either by the 
strength of his own case or the odor of the 
court or the effect of his thrashing,and faint­
ed during the progress of the case. He was 
carried into the open air, where a liberal ap­
plication of snow revived him. At noon the 
case was postponed until to-morrow. The 
male prisoners were sent to gaol and two 
colored grass widows lament the transitory 
nature of earthly happiness.

i of Assembly.

Wednesday was devoted to the passage of 
bills and very rapid work was done. A long 
discussion arose over the Bill to incorporate 
the Fredericton and St. Mary’s Bridge Com­
pany. The York members were all upon the 
same side in this matter, and each of them 
assured the House that be would on no ac­
count tolerate a toll bridge. Mr. Davidson 
opposed ihe section authorizing the Govern­
ment to take the bridge off the hands of the 
Company when finished, and maiutain it as 
one of the great bridges. In this he was 
backed up by Mr. Hill and others, and in the 
end the section was struck out of the bill. 
Great discussion was created over Mr. But­
ler’s bill to define the duties of constables 
under the Canada Temperance Act. This 
bill renders it obligatory upon constables 
and policemen to search out violaters of the 
Act upon pain of dismissal and authorizes a 
payment of $10 out of the City or County 
treasury to any person prosecuting a 
complaint under the Act to conviction. The 
bill was opposed by Messrs. Adams, Ritchie 
and Sayre, and supported by Messrs. Fraser, 
Blair, Hanington, Landry and Butler. The 
motion to postpone three months was lost 
on the following division :

Yeas—Adams, Johnson, Kenny, Ryan, 
Davidson, Vail, McManus, Sayre, Barbarie 
—9.

Nays—Fraser, Wedderburn, Landry, Per­
ley, Hanington, Marshall, Blair, Black, 
Thompson. Killam, Theriault, Turner, Col­
ter, Leighton, Butler, White (Carleton), 
Lewis—17.

The bill then passed.
On Thursday morning, after the usual 

supply bills had been passed, Mr. Butler’s 
bill was brought down from the Legislative 
Cnuncil, amended so as to make it inappli­
cable to St. John. Mr. Adams begun to 
speak against the bill. Mr. Blair called at­
tention to the rule limiting speeches to half 
an hour, but did not insist upon its enforce­
ment and Mr. Adams spoke until recess, and 
resuming after dinner spoke frr some time 
afterwards. Mr. Sayre followed and talked 
against time until the Attorney General 
moved the application of the half-hour rule, 
and stated that although he had intended to 
bring the Governor down to prorogue the 
House at 4 o’clock, he would postpone the 
prorogation until the bill passed. Mr. Sayre 
did not at once subside, but subsequently 
did so. When the vote was to be taken both 
he and Mr. Elder left the House. The bill 
then passed. The Governor was telegraphed 
for, came down and prorogued the House,
