— Says the Moucton Tran- 
cript: R. S. Chestnut, who went to his 
home in Fredericton some seven weeks ago 
owing to a severe attack of the fever, has 
returned and will resume his position as 
clerk in the Buctouche & Moncton railway 
station in Moncton, and Edward Hall, who 
bsWhled the position in Mr. Chestnut’s ab- 

xpeflce, has returned to his home at Fred­
ericton.

Feelsit Keenly.— Ever since the as- 
signmefttof Geo. Halt <£ Sons, George Halt, 
jr., has been confined to his home quite 
prostrated physically by the financial 
troubles through which he has been passing. 
Mr. Halt feels his position the more keenly 
because so many of his relatives and friends 
are involved in the wreck. An effort is 
being made to secure his appointment to 
ths^Sce of the late E. C. Freeze.

A New Firm.— The Pioneer says the 
Restigouche lumber operators have had a 
mine sprung on them by an Ontario firm 
calling themselves the Muskoka mill and 
lumber company, who have applied for 225 
miles of the Kedgwick, all the available 
lands not already occupied. This will be a 
serious business for the smaller operators 
who will he completely shut in on all sides. 
The sale will take place the 8th of Novem­
ber.

Got Left.—The Chatham World says a 
raid was made on Mrs. James Conway’s 
place by the inspector and two policemen. 
The flatiron was not used this time to stop 
their entrance. There was a sound of glass 
breaking within as the officers went from 
door to door demanding admittance, and 
when they broke in they found three 
brandy casks but no whole bottles.

BuslnoM Failures.

General regret is expressed at the mis­
fortune that has overtaken two well known 
business houses of this city. The firm of 
George Hatt & Sons, retail grocers, sus­
pended, Wednesday, assigning to J. J.Wed- 
dall and J. A. VanWart, and brought down 
with them, Elijah Clark, dealer in boots and 
shoes, who has assigned to Charles S. 
Ingraham. It was known “ on the street ” 
for some weeks that the Messrs. Hatt were 
having difficulty in keeping their business 
going, collections being slow, and margins 
very slim. No definite estimate of their 
liabilities is yet public, but they are stated 
as being something over $30,000, with assets 
probably half that amount. Mr. Weddall, 
W. B. Coulthard and J. A. VanWart are 
said to be preferred creditors. A number of 
Fredericton people will lose by the failure, 
but none will be affected seriously by it, 
except Mr. Clark. The latter’s name is 
said to he on Halt & Sons’ paper for some- 
tiling over $2,000. It is hoped that both 
of the unfortunate firms will be able to get 
on their feet again.

8 anbury Circuit Court.

Sir John Allen, C. J., opened the Sunbury 
circuit court Tuesday, in the absence of 
Judge Tuck who was detained at Andover, 
and there being no criminal cases, he dis­
charged the grand jury and adjourned till 
Wednesday. Judge Tuck, in the meantime 
had arrived, and on Wednesday the only 
cause entered—a civil one—Rob’t McSheff- 
rey vs. Archibald Connolly, was brought on 
for trial. It was^ the result of a dispute 
about a line between their properties, Con­
nolly claiming twelve rods above the line 
which McSheffrey claimed, for a distance of 
one mile. The action arose out of Connolly 
cutting Wood, the defence being that the 
land was Connolly's. The jury found for 
the plaintiff, declaring the land to be Mc- 
Sheffrey’s, and assessed the damages at $5. 
C. E. Duffy for plaintiff; D. Jordan for 
defendant.

Want The Vacancy.

As usual when a public office becomes 
vacant, there is a lively stir for the inspector­
ship of weights and measures made vacant 
by the death of E. C. Freeze. The names of 
Wm. Kinghorn of Douglas, Wm. McKay,

The procession 
formed at the residence of J. J. Weddall and 
marched to the Methodist church, where an 
impressive service was held, participated in 
by Rev. Mr. Lodge, of Marysville, Rev. Dr 
Brecken, and Rev. R. W. Weddall. Mr" 
Weddall delivered a brief but touching 
eulogy on the deceased who was a leading 
and valuable member of the Methodist 
church in this city for fifty-seven years. 
The remains were interred in the Methodist 
cemetery. . *

E. C. Freeze, inspector of weights and 
measures, dropped dead at Woodstock Tues­
day morning, while engaged in his work of 
inspection at Wm. Glew's store. His re­
mains were interred at Forest Hill cemetery 
Thursday afternoon, the Royal Template 
turning out to honor the memory of their 
late fellow member. The deceased was a 
native of Kings county, and for some years 
was inspector of schools. In 1875 he was 
appointed inspectorof weights and measures 
for the river counties, with an office in 
Fredericton, holding that position until his 
death. He was in his 69th year, and leaves 
a wife, one son—Ar„hur Freeze, barrister of 
Sussex—and one daughter married in Carle- 
ton county.

David Dunlap, the well known ice man 
died Sunday afternoon after a long and 
painful illness, and the funeral took place 
at 4 p. m. Tuesday, Rev. Willard Macdonald, 
of St. Paul’s church, conducting the services 
at the house and grave. The deceased was 
fifty-two years of age and unmarried. 
On Thursday morning last a curious cir­
cumstance occurred with him. His phy­
sician, Dr. Bridges, was alone with him in 
the room, sitting by hia side upon the bed. 
He could not lie down, but sat bolstered up 
with his head resting forward upon his 
breast. Suddenly he raised his head and 
pointing to a chair said “ Look, look, Unde 
George.” The doctor asked him what he 
meant. He repeated, “ Uncle George," and 
in a moment his head dropped again. A 
minute later he again woke up, and, point­
ing as before, repeated the words again ; and 
to the doctor's enquiry replied, “Unde 
Hatt," and again relapsed intfkunconecioufP 
ness. When Dr. Bridges came down stairs 
he told the sick man’s sister what had tâken 
place, and it was only a few minutes until 
they learned that their Uncle Hatt was 
dying at the very time this scene occurréd 
in their brother’s room.

Daring Robberies.

A daring highway robbery took place 
about four miles from Newburg Junction, 
Carleton county, last night.

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A TOUCHING EULOGY

Froneuaeed by Rev. Mr. Weddall at the 
Funeral ef Gee. Hatt, Sr.

Those who were present at the funeral 
services of the late George Hatt, sr., at the 
Methodist church last Saturday afternoon, 
were much impressed with the appro­
priateness of the brief but deserved eulogy 
pronounced on the life and character of the 
deceased by Rev. R. W. Weddall, pastor of 
the church. The rev. gentleman spoke as 
follows :
'“Sixty-one years ago, a young man of 

nineteen arrived in this city from the old 
land, and began his career in the employ of 
the late Thomas Pickard, until in course of 
time he entered upon business on his own 
account. Recognizing the claims of God 
upon him, at the age of twenty-three, while 
in the full strength and vigor of his youth­
ful manhood, he sought and found the 
pardoning mercy of the most high, and was 
washed in the Blood of the Lamb. No un­
certainty marked his religious experience, 
for down to his closing honrs, both time 
and place, when and where, the loving voice 
divine spake peace to his troubled heart, 
were never forgotten. In the year 1836 the 
name of George Hatt first appeared upon 
our list of membership in this church ; it 
has been there for fifty-seven years, until it 
is now transferred to the triumphant ones 
who stand crowned before the throne of 
God. Daring those years, to the number of 
nearly three score, the most responsible 
positions in the gift of the church were his, 
in every one of which he faithfully fulfilled 
tlie duties of the office, as a member of the 
trust board of the quarterly meeting, as a 
fellow laborer in the Sabbath school, and in 
the choir. So that teday we mourn the 
death of our oldest member, save one, faith­
ful to the church, truthful to his God.

It is but a few weeks since his place in 
this house became vacant; they were weeks 
of suffering sometimes most severe, but of 
quiet submission to the will divine, and 
firm trust in the finished work of his Re­
deemer, until at the Master’s call he gladly 
went home. We are not here to pronounce 
a eulogy upon the dead. For more than I 
sixty years Mr. Hatt lived among you. 
What he was as a citizen, a business man, 
a Christian, you know better than I can 
tell. Of him it is enough to say, ‘ A good 
name is rather to be chosen than great 
riches, and loving favor rather than silver 
and gold,’ and ‘ A good man leaveth an in­
heritance to his children.' "

The Canadian Flag.—What is the nation­
al Bag of Canada? Who can describe it 
accurately? How many of our readers 
know what flag our ships can fly upon the 
seas, and why if they hoisted a blue or a 
white flag with the Union Jack in the cor­
ner they could be overhauled by a man-of- 
war and the flag pulled down !

Under 
the will tlie executor may realize upon the 
real estate whenever he wishes, and divide 
the proceeds as stated.

A torchlight procession 
with brass bands, four in hands, and an 
open air meeting on the square, are among 
the incidents mentioned as likely to be in­
cluded in the demonstration of welcome to 
the martyr-editor.

Victoria circuit Court.

The Theriault trial at Andover which 
came up for trial on Thursday of last week, 
was given to the jury on Monday, who in a 
short time returned a verdict of man- 
slaughter, with a recommendation of mercy. 
The prisoner was sentenced to five years in 
the penitentiary.

On motion of Mr. Gregory the execution 
of sentence was stayed till December 1st, to 
allow him to apply to the attorney general 
for a writ, so that the matter may be 
argued before the bench.

In August last Alfred Theriault, a son of 
the accused, was married, and during the 
wedding celebration at the groom’s home, a 
party of six or seven men who had not been 
invited, entered, and toward midnight, as a 
result of intrusion, a fight ensued. Theri­
ault was knocked down and he and his 
friends driven from the house by the 
English-speaking belligerents, and shortly 
after, someone fired a shot from a rifle 
through the kitchen door, killing Thomaa 
Mockler, the only Englishman who ap­
peared to have taken no- part in the scuffle, 
and brother to the man who started the 
fatal row. It is alleged that Baptiste Theri­
ault fired the fatal shot.
