To the Editor of the Daily Mail.
Sir,—In his recent sermon in New 

York the Archbishop of York counsel­
led his hearers to think kindly not 
only of the German soldiers who have 
murdered, raped, pillaged, and de­
stroyed wherever the foul foot has 
trodden, and who are confessedly lust- 

at ! ing to exceed by far their crimes and 
j atrocities hitherto committed on the 
people of these islands if they succeed 
in invading us, but also to regard with 
tenderness their blood-thirsty and in­
famous ruler, who deliberately and 
designedly forced this war on the 
world. His words have created wide­
spread indignation and to some ex­
tent astonishment that a man in his 
position should have so expressed him­
self.

For surprise, however, there is no 
rodm, as the following words, spoken 
by him at York in the earlier days of 
the war, show but too clearly what his 
grace’s proclivities are.
