A BIG HAY DAY

ON LOCAL MARKET
Demand Was Large and Quality 

Good—Oats Were brisk But 
Scarce—Other Prices.

About fifteen loads of hay were on 
,he market square this morning. The de­
mand was extremely heavy, every load 
being sold before 10 o’clock. The quality 
of hay offered was a little better than 
usual, and the majority of loads went 
for $13 50 per ton. One load sold at 
«13 and another of inferior grade brought 
only $12 50 per ton. If the present large 
demand continues, the price will likely 
advance. This time last year hay was 
selling at $15 per ton.

The supply of oats was not as large as 
yesterday, about ten large loads being 
offered. " The demand at present is very 
brisk, and although some brought in 
have not been of good quality, hign prices 
have been paid for them. The present 
figures range from $1 to $1 10 per cwt. 
with the majority bringing $1 08 and 
$1 10 per cwt.

Two loads of good wheat straw were 
on the square, but the demand is not 
very strong at present. Both loads, how­
ever, were sold at $6 50 per ton.

Wheat is steady at 85c per bushel.
Dairy produce prices remain unchanged, 

although it is reported by the dealers 
that creamery butter will advance one 
cent on Friday.

Eggs are scarce, but the price remains 
stationary.

Fruit prices are about the same. Grapes 
are practically gone, and the present 
price of apples is a little high to induce 
much trade in this line. The orange 
crop is reported very good, and it is 
likely oranges will be cheaper this win­
ter than for several seasons.

Round bales included 
this year are 81,187, compared with 109,621 
for 1909, 149,866 for 1908, and 125,785 for 
1907. Sea island cotton this year is 40,516 
bales, compared with 55,237 for 1909, 45,479 
for 1908, and 33,331 for 1907.

It is 
Impossible to have a physician of high 
standing appointed by the crown, or 
retained as crown counsel in criminal 
cases. If this is practicable, there may 
be many objections which we have 
not considered.

“Judges and juries would like to 
have reports on which they- could re­
pose a greater degree of confidence, 
and in many cases, perhaps, a sounder 
administration of justice would be as­
sured."
