Rhubarb Tarts.
Rhubarb tarts are delicious. Divide

Stew fruit gently 
until quite soft, then beat with a 
wooden spoon until smooth. Line 
small dishes with pastry and spread 
on this a layer of the stewed fruit a 
little more than a quarter of an inch 
deep.

4 inch wide. Lay these across the 
tart. Lay a band of pastry around the 
edge of the dish, trim evenly and hake 
the tart in a well heated oven. When 
the pastry loosens from the dish it is 
done enough. Time to bake, half an 
hour or more.,

Rhubarb souffle is a most delectable 
dessert. Soak 16 cup bread crumbs for 
an hour in 1 cup milk. Whip 6 eggs, 
whites and yolks separately. Stir yolks 
into bread crumbs, add 1 cup rhubarb 
sauce, then fold in the whites. Pour 
into a buttered bake dish, cover, and 
bake 32 hour. Then remove cover and 
brown the pudding. Serve at once 
with sweetened cream.

A good spring medicine is a break­
fast sauce of dates and rhubarb. Seed 
32 pound dates, barely cover with hot 
water, and cook 10 minutes. Add 6 
cups raw rhubarb, cut into small 
pieces and cook covered until rhubarb 
is tender.
