82n New Naval Gun Proves Its Value 
in Indian Head Tests.

French Vaudeville, In three acte, Washington, Aug. 28.—After it had 

shot a shell 18,000 feet into the air 
and closer to the skies than an aero- 
plane has ever flown, the experiments 
with the new naval gun, destined to 
destroy the airships of an enemy, were 
temporarily dropped at the Indian 
Head. Md., naval proving grounds 
today. It was announced that both 
the new weapon and its carriage had 
proven eminently satisfactory.

Fifty rounds were fired in today's 
tests. The maximum height of 18.000 
feet was reached when the gun was 
elevated at an angle of 85 degrees. 
The shot travelled accurately through 
for 10,000 feet. Beyond that it lost 
its velocity, and was affected by the 
air currents, falling into the Poto­
mac, 1.500 feet away from a spot 
where it was reckoned it would drop. 
The trials were in charge of Com- 
mander J. H. Holden.

Rear-Admiral Nathan C. Twining, 
chief of the naval bureau of ord­
nance, and designer of the new gun, 
expressed the conviction today that 
the carriage had been perfected. 
During three days' trial, Admiral 
Twining add—a *‘**ble information 
also had been obtained on which to 
base the design of a sight for the 
aerial gun. The ordnance experts will 
now begin work on an improved 
sighting apparatus, and no further 
tests of the new gun will be under­
taken until this problem has been 
solved.

Tne principle of this one-pounder 
will be used for a three-inch gun. 
Naval ordnance experts believe that 
such a weapon will shoot seven miles 
into the air. The favorable perform­
ances of the new carriage caused 
naval officers today jubilantly to ex­
press the belief that before long 
American warships will be equipped 
with another battery of guns to fight 
hostile invaders in the air.

Funds for Enterprise Raised in Canada 
and United States.
[Canadian Press.]

Vienna, Aug. 28.—The Hungarian min­
ister of education has practically ap- 
proved the project for the erection of 
an American-Canadian Baptist Univers- 
eity, to cost $100.000, at Grosswardein. 
Only a few unimportant differences re- 
main to be adjusted, and it is hoped the 
charter will be granted in October.

The plan to erect such a university 
originated with a Canadian pastor, the 
Rev. Joseph Weilinger who travelled in 
Hungary in 1910. Finding strong local 
support in the project, he undertook to 
raise the necessary funds in Canada and 
the United States. A landed proprietor 
of Grosswardein has presented an ade- 
quate site.

It is intended to train Baptist pas- 
tors and teachers, admitting not only 
Hungarians but students of other de­
nominations.

The official languages of the univers- 
ity, lectures and teaching will be Hun- 
garian and German.

The towering Washington Monu­
ment in Washington, D. C., solid as it 
is, cannot resist the heat of the sun 
poured on its southern side on a mid- 
summer’s day without a slight bend­
ing of the gigantic shaft, which is 
rendered perceptible by means of a 
copper wire 174 feet long, hanging In 
the centre of the structure and carry­
ing a plummet suspended in a ves­
sel of water.

High winds 
cause perceptible motions of the 
plummet, and in still weather delicate 
vibrations of the crust of the earth, 
otherwise unperceived, are registered 
by it.
