Holding Palestine at the present 
time. Great Britain is in a position 
to fulfil Disraeli’s prophecy of 1871— 
that the nation which controls this 
country, the key to Asia, would con­
trol the destiny or the entire world.

Rev. Canon Collins of Sarnia, ad­
dressing the annual clergy dinner of 
the Synod of Huron in the Smallman 
& Ingram dining-room yesterday, 
made this statement.

In his address on world affairs and 
the effects of the great war, Canon 
Collins also outlined a realignment 
of the nations of the world as the 
result of the war. The future, he 
said, lay in the hands of Great Brit­
ain, the United States and Japan. 
Preparing to combine together as 
the opposing forces were Russia, 
Germany and China.

“The form of government which 
has come in Russia in the past ten 
years,” Canon Collins said, “is the 
most dangerous the world has ever 
known. Its ideals, ideas and in­
fluences are a denial of everything 
upon which civilization is based. 
They are a denial of God. They are 
a denial of the home. They are a 
denial even of the rightful place of 
the parent in the home. Russia 
went so far as to attempt to enforce 
state control of children, and the 
statement has been made on good 
authority, by men who have travelled 
and know the country, that 6,000 
children died of starvation on the 
streets of Moscow during one winter 
as a result of this experiment alone.

Germany’s Backing.
I "Russia is getting her backing in 
! this disastrous policy from Germany. 

I don't believe that Germany is un- 
jable to pay her debts. She has been 
making a stupendous effort to regain 
force. The old spirit of militarism is 
just as much alive, just as vindict­
ive and just as bitter as ever before.

Canon Collins reviewed Britain’s 

contact with Europe since the battle 
of Cressy. Great Britain, he said, 
had taken her armies into Europe 
time after time to settle the conflicts 
which constantly arose. Always she 
had withdrawn to plow her own lonely 
furrow, had returned to her own 
splendid isolation. She would be 
willing, he declared, to take the same 
attitude today, but without the back­
ing of other European nations this 
was impossible.

Washington, May 13. — George F. 
Barrett, representing the Chicago 
sanitary district, continued his testi­
mony before the House Rivers and 
Harbors Commission today in de­
fence of the proposal to draw water 
from Lake Michigan at Chicago for 
sewage disposal purposes.

Reports of engineers, Barrett said, 
showed that a diversion of 10,000 
second feet which if constant for a 
period of from two to four years 
from the Great Lakes basin at Chi­
cago would cause a lowering of Lakes 
Huron. Michigan. Erie and Ontario

I United States for the ten months 
ending with April, as compiled today 
by the commerce department.

For April merchandise exports were 
$348,000.000 against $325,192,175 for 

the corresponding month last year. 
This compared with imports of $324,- 
000,000. Tn April a year ago imports 
were $364,252,544.
