As 
it is the mortality is far in excess of any 
other infectious disease, and we calmiy 
allow this to be so because its onset is so 
insidious and the unfortunate victim does 
not apparently become a menace to those 
around him. It is absurd to contrast the 
means taken to-day to stamp out a disease 
which is (well understood with those of a 
century ago, when severe means were en­
forced only on the supposition of infee- 
tiousness. Now we know in what way 
the patient is contagious; then, in their 
deficient knowledge, they attacked all sus- 
pected sources of contagion. Severe 
measures are not necessarily the most 
effective, and the “vaporings of a child's 
brain” of the modern contagionist wili be 
much more effective than the strenuous 
efforts of people who did not thoroughly 
understand the mode of transmissions of 
the contagium. The good judgment of 
both lay and professional advisers when 
legislating to limit the spread of this 
malady will prevent the “barbarism and 
inhumanity” feared by the author of your 
article, and they may be trusted to do the 
best for the community that the public 
gives them the means to effect. Edree 
tion of the patient and his friends will be 
the best means of combating its spread, 
and from personal experience amongst the 
tuberculous poor of a large city and a 
sojourn of some months amongst the 
afflicted well-to-do, I know that none are 
so glad as the patients themselves to learn 
about their disease and make sacrifices for 
the good of those about them. Apart from 
the opportunity for betterment Of health, 
the resorts for tuberculous invalids, which 
are really segregated and isolated com­
munities. are most useful in the training 
of patients to care for themselves to pro­
tect others, and to act as useful and con­
scientious disseminators of this knowledge 
on their return home. It is the well per­
son who is as a rule most frightened aud 
-most resistant to measures for the good 
of himself and others. There is no 
cheerier, more hopeful, or more charitable 
community to be found than one of these 
isolated little towns formed by the tuber­
culous afflicted.

If the .press could see for itself the evil 
of a tuberculous patient in a crowded 
(habitation, spreading through ignorance 
his disease amongst his too- numerous 
children, and, through the limitations of 
want, unable to be sanitary, it would not 
he so condemnatory of a movement which 
sometimes may have a too enthusiastic 
follower: nor would it hesitate to try to 
reach the most remote individual by fre- 
quent repetitions of the necessity for 

education and reform, and so prevent the 
occurrence of tragedies which happen in 
our very midst. Only the other day I 
heard of one in a neighboring county. A 
girl visiting a sick friend was allowed to 
sleep with her for a few nights. The re­
sult was that she died of acute tuber­
culosis before her friend. They belonged 
to a class relatively well educated an. 
well-to-do. Care of an explosive cough, 
and in the disposal of sputum will do 
much to protect the friends, and rest, 
fresh air and good food will do much to , 
cure the patient himself. Where this is not 
done voluntarily it is in the interest of 
the community at large that it should ne 
enforced.

THE TUBERCULOSIS CRUSADE.
To the Editor of the Free Press.

Dear Sir,—On behalf of many who con­
sider the crusade against tuberculosis of 
vital interest to the good of the com- 
munity 1 wish to protest against the spirit 
of criticism in your editorial, “Go slow 
with consumption," of Monday, 24th inst. 
Since, through the press, a large propor­
tion of the publie is educated in sanitary 
as in other affairs, such an editorial may 
do great harm by prejudicing people, who 
are quite too easily influenced, in their 
attitude of opposition against the means 
proposed by sanitarians to regulate the 
spread of a dread disease and lessen its 
ravages in generations to come, especially 
when the attempted relief has to deal with 
a sensitiveness always greatly exaggerated 
in reference to this disease.

The public has been awakened to some 
realization of the infectiousness of tuber- 
culosis through the efforts of sanitary re- 
formers, lay and medical, iwho are them- 
selves convinced of the need to combat 
this ever-present danger by the work of 
earnest scientists. The need now is for 
consistent and maintained effort in spread­
ing this knowledge, which can be readily 
understood by ail, and to increase this so 
that the terror of the first alarm may be 
lessened by the sense of power to over- 
come and limit the disease through the 
application of means now well understood 
and readily carried out. That alarmists 
exist I readily admit, and that they may 
do much harm through terrorizing" their 
listeners is quite true, but no Gospei has 
ever been preached without having its 
fanatics, though they would be better 
absent in any reform movement. Some 
may 'be active in this movement from 
personal interest, but they must be few 
where many are so sincerely interested, 
and the somewhat road critie’s’m of 
' sordid interest" seems most unjust.

The sad case in Waterloo county which 
occasioned your author’s remarks’, in itself 
suggests th.- need for wider knowledge on 
the part of the public in order that its 
fear may be lessened and its wish to help 
aroused, and to prevent the recurrence of 
such a lamentable exhibition of fright. 
The article in your columns tends rather 
to blind to the danger of this Infectious 
disease a sentiment which only need to 
know more to become calm and confident. 
The community has been hastening siow- 
ly for a very long time. It is twenty years 
now since the infectious agent of tuber- 
culosis waS discovered, and “that large 
class of the medical profession who see no 
more occasion for alarm now than there 
has been at any time, and who share 
in the doubt that some have boldly ex­
pressed. whether consumption is really a 
germ disorder or the result of nervous dis- 
turbance,” if it exists, which I gravely 
doubt, muet consist of those who are quite 
unfamiliar with laboratory methods and 
who are skeptical of results they do mot 
understand, and of those unbalanced mem- 
bers of the profession who seek notoriety 
through opposition to theories and experi­
ments advanced by those greater than

Washington, D. C., June 28.—In view 
of the temporary prohibition of Am­
erican meat for military purposes in 
South Africa by the British Govern­
ment, Consul-General Stowe, at Cape 
Town, has been making investigations 
with regard to the cause of the restric­
tion, and has submitted the results to 
the state department. The British en­
listed men, when questioned, pronounc­
ed the Americanwarticle very satisfac­
tory, and their officers stated that in 
many cases the men preferred the tin­
ned meat to the poorer fresh article. 
At Pretoria a large stock of American 
meat was at hand, and no store or 
shop complained against it. In fact, 
the only complaints made of the Am­
erican article arose from improper 
care of it after it had reached the 
Transvaal. It was found to be the 
practice at British military bases to 
use a layer of corned beef caves as a 
floor, and pile on top flour, meal and 
other commodities to protect the latter 
from ground moisture. But the cases 
of beef themselves suffered from the 
exposure, the tins becoming rusty and 
small holes letting in the air. In some 
cases after three months exposure of 
this sort the meat would be sent out to 
the troops, necessarily in a bad state.

London, June 28.—The second trial of

Club, this city, began to-day at the 
Old Bailey Court.
