Hordce Smith, superintendent of  police,
arrested on & warraot charging him with il-
legally receiving, on several occasions, money
from the protprielm;s of di&rg:l)t saloens, fo‘;
the purpose of permitting gambling, appeare
yutgldr;“ mornijng before the Bench. The
following information had been. previously
sworn to, by ex-sergeant Wilmer :

Mr. Copland acted as Crown proseeutor ;
Mr. McCreight, instructed by Messrs. Pearkes
& Gireen, defended.

From information I haye received, I bave
reason to_believe that Horace Smith, supers
intendent cf police, bas been in the habit of
taking bribes, in order to induce him to show
favor .towards . the proprietors  of - certain
gambling housos, to wit : the Occidental sa-
loon, the Confederate saloon, the Baok Ex-
change, and the Fashion Hotel within eight~
een months last past.

Frank Hill, ex-sergeant of police, sworn
and examined by Mr. Copland, stated—I was
sergeant of police from May ’63 till last July ;
I believe there were gsmblinf houses carry-
ing ‘on business in this city ; 1 neversaw it;
I base my beljef on tkis. Sometime last winter
I received instractions from E.:porintendent
Horace Smith, daring bis absence in case
- information being laid or complaint lodged I
was 10 go round and let the proprietors know
of it ; he mentionad several houses, Keenan’s,
the Qccidental, Confederate, and Lovett’s ;

revious to his leaving in the gunbeat, Mr.
gnith'iﬁo this statement to me ; saiter Mr.
Smith-left I acted as sergeant of police ;- I
have mentioned the houses already named to
Mr. Smith ; this was sometime 1n the winter
of 1868 . the suo‘)erintendent, when I reported
these houses, told me not to miod them; I
never ‘suggested taking any action; I don’t
thipk the superintendent ever made any other
remarks; 1 believe it was about October,
about & year ago, that I reported Keenan’s,
the Midfbh!'. Confederate, ‘'and Lovett’s;
1 am not aware of any'sproceedings baving
been taken in conseqnence of these reports
made to the Superintendent. (Book pro-
dnced) “This is the Sergeéants report book, 1
was junior Sergeant at the time. I reported
to Sergeant Blake that Keenan’s was open
after 2 o'clock in the morning continually.
No farther action was taken than that' Blake

wrote it down in a book. I believe ‘there

were some  proceedings* taken, but am not
sure. “No proeeediugs were taken against
the bouses in eonsequence of my reports to
the Superintendent.

Mr. Copland— Before putting the next
question I wish to inform you that the Gov-
ernor will take no advantage of what you
say, you are free to answer, free from pains
and penalties.

‘Witness—I did not report these houses to
the Commissioner of Police when I found
that the Buperintendent took o action Wpon
the report, because I bad not sufficient evi-
dence _to support my statement—no further
evidence I mean than 1he statement.
I did not at that time know that Smith had
told Wilmer the same as he bad told me. I
1 was never aeting Superintendent. 1 should
say it was Mr, Smith’s duty to take action
on-my ‘report’; I was under fear of going fur-
ther ; if I bad no evidence to back my state-
ment I'believe I shoula have beeu;discharged.
Sergeant Blake reported Mr. Smith ouce
and was removed to Esquimalt; I believe
the Supérintendent received money.
